EXPECT there are often raised

eyehrows when the name of =a
comic appears in the Top Twenty.
But it’s not really so surprising that
comedians shouold make good
vocalists.

Look at it this way A comedian has
to tell his gags and stories i such
a way that a picture of the sitaation
is created in the minds of the audi-
ence.

Weil, a singer should strive to do just
the same.  So the comedian has a
distinct advantage because he knows
the value and the power of words
in building up a picture for the
listener. Experience in telling jokes
and so on is ideal for putting across
a song with a definite meaning as
every inflection in the voice helps.

Yet Emile Ford does go to great
trouble with his own appearances. He
keeps a £300 tape recorder, on which
he has the complete repertoire of his
Checkmates backing. IS Own voice
is not on the tapes, and when he
makes charity appearances, which he
does often, he sings live and plays
the backing on the tape recorder.

This is because of his insistence on
getting his recorded sound whenever
possible. He also uses the idea when
he performs on TV and is not able
to have the Checkmates in the studio
with him,

One way out

One way out of the sound problem
would be to cut his records with a
sound that could be reproduced on the
stage. Emile would be happy if this
could be arranged, * but,” he says, it
does not seem to be feasible.

“The result is that ‘Eyes’ (" What
Do You Want To Make Those Eyes
At Me For ™), my first record. is quite
impossible to reproduce hve.”

Ford has picked March to quit the
business because that is when his con-
tract with the Grade office would
have to be renewed.

“After March I won't appear in
any shows unless it's absolutely vital
and temporary.
