But the
companies are still issuing a
lot of pretty poor stuff as well.

“The chart, however, has
never been in a healthier state.

Hip, swinging David Jacobs
is hard to imagine. But at least
his “Newly Pressed” approach
was electric entertainment, Un-
fortunately it's an approach we
won't hear again for a while

with any other show. I mean I
can't compere ‘Words And
Music' or something and when
the singer’s finished, shout out
‘He sang that last note oui of
tune’.”

WHATEVER ELSE got Jimmy
Savile 1o the top it certainly
wasn't an acid tongue. While
Jimmy's outlandish style of
dress proclaimed his noncon-
formity his deejaying was abowt
as controversial as “Listen With
Mother.”
