It will be shown at the new time of 6.30 {0 7 pom. and pro-
duced [rom the BBC's Manchester studios, Simon Dee’s “Dee
Time" will in turn be transmitted from London on Saturdays
from the end of Seplember—once weekly, instead of iwice as al
present.

But Simon will NOT take over the “Jury™ slot. His shows will
go out from 6.25 fto 7.10 p.m.

Revolutionary switch of “Juke Box” was explained to Disc on
Tuesday by BBC-TV head of variety Bill Cotton Inr., who said: "It
s moving to Manchester purely because of studio availability. The
demand on studios is not as great in the North as down here
lin London]. TV is growing all the time, and we have to use the
available studios as economically as possible.”

Format of “Juke Box” will remain the same, with David

It was us all the time!™

We whispered, when we first
heard “Mining Disaster,”” that
Beatle influence must be upon
that record. But here comes
the Bees Gees' first British
album, and any difference be-
tween the two groups becomes
almost indefinable,

Listen to tracks like “Red
Chair Fade Away,” “In My
Own Time" and “Every Chris-
tian, etc.” If the lead wvoice
isn't Lennon it's an early re-
incarnation. If the songs, sounds

AND  arrangements  aren’t
Beatles-influenced, then our
minds have turned off and

floated downstream.

But Beatles-influenced or mot,
it can't be bad, cam it? Any-
thing remotely resembling the
Beatles quality is worth hear-
ing. And as this is so like the
Beatles—many of the arrange-
ments seem to have close cons-
nection with the ideas on “To-
morrow  Never Knows” from
