IS CHRIS *“ACE" KEFEF-

Pithey
Juniori
steals
show !

IT HAS never been so apparent as it is
now that someone is about to steal the
glorious limelight from Gene Pitney.

Mr. Pilney, as befits a true star, s un-
concerncd about (he fact—mainly, one
suspects, because the criminal in question
happens to be his seven-month-old baby
Tod Edward Pitney.

Lurking under that grand name 15 a
bundle of romper-suited charm with huge
blue eyes. Tod 1s in town for the first
time in his life—installed with Gene and
Lynn Pitney in a quiet flat in London.

Gene 15 back in London agamn for a
two-month visit—half to promote his new
single “Somewhere In The Country,” and
the rest of time devoted to a tour with Don
Partridge, Amen Corner and Simon Dupree.

But its Tod Edward who s getting a
lot of the attention, In the flat, which Pit-
ney has set foot in only a few hours
before Disc met him, Tod was the centre
of attraction,

“Look,” said Pitney, making approp-
riate baby noises for the occasion. “He
doesn't even know he's in London—he
thinks he's still in Connecticut. In fact he
probably doesn’t e¢ven know abour Con-
necticut'” To celebrate this statement Tod
Edward did a quick and spirited lurch to
his feet and stared knowingly at his
father's glass of brandy. )

This tour will be Gene's sixth In
Britain and, unlike most artists who seem
to do nothing but run down tour formulas
and moan about the amount of travelling
they have to do, he's looking forward to

it enormously.
Bored

“1 can't understand why people grumble
about tours. It seems to be that nobody
wants to go on stage and actually per-
form, that’s the trouble. They just walk
on stage and sing, a lot of pecople who
have hits aren’t prepared to actually give
the public a performance and so natu-
rally the public gets bored

“I'm looking forward to secing Don
Partridge because I've heard a lot about
him and he sounds an interesting guy.”

Another strange fact on the touring
front is that each year Gene Pilney's audi-
ence seems (o get older.

“I noticed it about four ycars ago when
1 could see a smaltering of older people
around—like & 90-year-old grandmother
who sat in the front row one night. Really
I'm not kidding! I think it's developed
now to a half-and-half audience for me—
older people today seem much more in-
volved and interested in pop music than
they used to be.

“This time I'm going to include a2 medley
of my songs because as ecach year passes
there is so much more stuff to include.

“Really, | think that after one more
tour hike this I'd lhike to go into proper
concert things, where, ideally, 1 could do
some stuff with a guitar, some folk num-
bers, C & W numbers, that kind of thing.
I've moved towards it in a way by the
release of my new record which s the
kind of number that gives me a chance to
breathe on stage. Somctimes all those
high pitched dramatic things can really
take it-out of you!"

“| used to think the screamers were
a bit of a drag,” said Simon Dupree
in an eve-of-tour interview. *“But
they’'re important because they make
for atmosphere, although could be
the mums and dads will come to hear
Gene Pitney.”

Simon and the Big Sound last toured
Britain in March |9%7—with the Beach Boys
for six days and they can barely disguise their
enthusiasm for next week's nation-wide tour
topped by Gene Pitney with impressive
support from Don Partridge, Status Quo
and Amen Corner.

“This tour's four times as long and we're really
looking forward to it as I:'IIJI“ us a break from
ballrooms and clubs,” he said.

"We don't know Don Partridge yet but Gene's
a great bloke and Status Quo an Mike Cotton
Sound are great guys as well and we know Blue
Weaver of the Amen Corner.”

The boys are currently deciding the format for
their 18 to 20 minute second half spot—but it will
include “Kites”" and “For Whom The Bell Tolls™
and towards the end of the super-tour they’ll
begin to promote a new single.

"“If this wour is a success it will probably re-
establish tours in general,”’ Simen said. “In other
words it could either be a turning point or breaking
point.

“l think the groups on the Bee Gees tour are
rather worried by their equal status popularity-
wise but ours is more evenly divided with Gene
the undisputed star.

Rivalry?

“Perhaps it would be better if these three Spring
tours were staggered. There could be 2 drop in
attendance with them on so close together.

“I liked the original line-up with Paul Jones
and the Bonzos and we're sorry they couldn't make
it but | think this tour's good value for money.”

Simen and the Big Sound aren't really worried
about inter-group rivalry on the tour.

Said brother Phil: "Of course one group would
like to be best but | don't think there'll be any
animaosity or jealousy—and f‘ff.‘l-l.l can't be jealous
about another group's act if it's better!”

Despite the group's experience and professional-
ism they are often apprehensive before a stage
show.

“We don't get nervous before a gig but we do
before a stage show,” said Simon. ""'We think what
if everything goes wrong!—like it did at a Sussex
University gig we played.”

And Phil added: “My heart goes out to new
groups on their first tour—it must be nerve
wracking."

Simon and the group plan to divide half their
travelling time between the tour coach and their
car.
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“"We'll try to get home to Portsmouth on every
possible occasion when we've days off, otherwise
we ll become stale, “'said Simon, “you've got to
break it up somehow.”

The Dupree brothers, originally from Scotland
are looking forward to boisterous Scots audiences.

“All audiences are nice,'” said Phil, “but there's
more atmosphere in the Morth and in 5cotland.”

The group's road manager who used to work
for Dave Dee has told the boys that by the third
week of a tour the groups become stand-offish and
by the end are at each other’s throats.

“We don't know but I'm looking forward to the
last night drink up,” sald Simon.

The group doen't think they'll have any hotel
trouble.

“Hotels generally don't like groups with long
hair but we're quite sober,"” said Simon.

“And it's not the group’s fault when fans come
to the hotel and start shouting—anyway we try
to keep the hotel location as secret as possible.

“We'll be putting our road manager on a body-
building course because these girls are stronger
than anyone!—and we might even need an anti-
girl spray!™

During the group’s last tour the audience sat
and listened but they aren’t so sure they'll do the
same this time round and certainly not at their
home town of Portsmouth.

“"We haven't played there for ages," said Simon.
“It'll be quite funny and | expect there'll be a big
turn out of our fans.”

Communication

During the first few dates of the tour the group
will be establishing audience communlication.

“Whoever they are we hope we can appeal to
all of them" he said. "¥Ve see ocurselves as a bridging
the gap group . . . capturing both scenes.”

Said Phil: "On stage we always look very bright
and well turned out. We don't !iE: groups who turn
up with unwashed collars. It's part of our act to
attract the eye.”

It's positively all happening for Simon Dupree
and the Big Sound—as they tour their new LP is
released, written by brothers Ray and Simon and
their sister-in-law Eve King with Paul Smith.

Said Phil: “After the tour we need some sort of
break because we've been on the go since January
1967 and after it's over we'll all be getting a lictle
bit weary.”

Will they ever tire of tours! ‘Mot for a long long
time' said Simon. “Mot in the foreseeable future,”
said Phil.

And Simon added: “There's usually some fun on
tours, drinking and talking into the early hours."”

The musicians are, of course, the men who will sit behind
the Bee Gees to produce the sweeping orchescral sounds you hear

on all the Bee Gees hits. They have already been hired for

e Gees

concerts at London's Saville Theatre, Los Angeles and the just-

finished German tour . .

+ but this is the first time that a pop

group in Britain has ever ::rnt out on a theatre tour with su:h

an enarmous entourage.

Explains Barry Gibb, the unofficial leader and spokesman at :'II
times for the Bee Gees: "'YWae haven't hired these musicians merely
to try and be flash and impressive—our main purpose is to be
able to reproduce faithfully the sounds on our records to a live

audience,

“It is only falr that the fans who pay to see us should get a
reproduction of our hit records—which ebviously form the basis
of our act—as near perfect on stage as possible.

“I'd like to think that
this tour will give the lead to
other groups. The Beatles?
Well, why not?

“The musicians are all session
men and professionals. DI‘ COUrse
they are costly, but we're not
too worried about the amount
of money we make. A tour is to
show yourselves to the public.
The money must be secondary.

“Obviously, only big groups
with a lot of money behind them
can afford to stage this sort of
tour—but if they can afford
it, then they should go ahead
like ws.'

The backing musicians will
travel separately from the Bee
Gees, on the tour coach or by
train. Problems of how to fit
everybody on to small stages
along the five-week tour will
simply be answered by bunldmg
extensions to the stage Yas we
did in Germany.

But after all this ballyhoo,
Bee Gees are beginning to think
that their musical style should
alter if they are to stay popular.

Elephant

“We're moving awa ;rar;l-
ually frem the bug ramm:
ballad scene,'” says Barry. “"Our
new single, "lumbe’, is not a
ballad, But the Evside. “Tha

Singer Sang HisSong', which was,
at first, to have been the A-side,
was too much like our other
singles. Sﬂmethmg had to be
done and "Jumbo” is certainly
a change for us,

“We thought up the son
around the idea that -E\rlarr chil
has an imaginary pet. In the
song, Jumbo® is the imaginary
elephant who trails around with
the child. | know that when |
was small | used vo daydream
about having a llon as a pet.”

The switch away from the
straight, dramatic ballad was
a wise decision by the boys.
They are all too aware
what happened to the Walker
Brothers, who persisted with
the same sort of dramatic
sound and then saw their
discs gradually start making
less and less impact on the
chart.

“Words” was a big dis-
appointment to the Bee Gees,
failing even to emerge in the
top ten after their huge hits
with "Massachusetts” and

“World”, “I'm commercial-
minded. | expected those two
songs to do well, but | always
thought that ‘Words' was a
mistake. A nice Top 20 ballad,
but definitely not Top Ten.

“5till, the comparative failure -

of that song, together with the
complete failure of our second
single in Britain, ‘Te Love
Somebody’, must rank as the
major disappointments we've
had after a year in this country.

“As for the highlights, |
think our show at London's
Saville Theatre, ap ring for
the first time on p Of The
Pops'—| was pﬂtriﬁed—duin;
the German tour, which was
a fantastic riot, and winning a
gold disc for ‘Massachusetts’
must rank as the highlights.”

Very much the lowlight for
Barry's younger brother,
Maurice, was the recent break-
up of his romance with Lulu.

*He's got over it now and
doesn't care any more. But |
was in the room when Maurice
was talking to her on the phone
to the States about the row over
his saying she had proposed to
him . .. except that he didn't get
a word in edgeways!

"He just didn't get a chance
to speak. She monopolised the
conversation and just wouldn't
listen to him. It seems to me that
if they can argue halfway round
the world, there can't be much
of a romance going in the first
place. If there was, surely they
would wait and talk it out
together when she got home!”

And if you feel that this
sounds like an elder brother
putting his nose in where he's
not concerned, you should
realise that Barry is very much
regarded as the leader of the
group. 'l like to think I'm the
leader and they seem to take it
for granted, which is fine.

“We all get along fine now,
although in the earlier days
things were a little difficult
between us brothers and Vince
Melouney and Colin Fetersen.
They felt like the outsiders and
it didn't help that they never
worked with us on  writing

“I can't personally see rock
becoming very big, partly be-
cause it means all the Teddy
boys want to come back, too,
and they just don't have healthy
ideas and pecple wouldn't want
it. The world may be pretty
violent these days, but London
ItiE‘" is anything but.

“Anyway, trends just dinn- t
seemn to happen any more.

As far as dress goes, the
upright Bee Gees have very
fixed ideas. “Thank goodness the
hippy gear is going out of pop.
I've talked to pop fans and they
simply hate these scruffy, hippy
groups. They'd rather see CIiff
Richard or Scott Walker loaking
smart in their suits. It's so much
more healthy.

“That's why we always dress
smartly for stage appearances.
You owe that much to your
public. We'll be wearing well-
cut suits with shirts and ties, or
guality casual clothes, for this
tour. And our musicians will
be in tuxedos."

And what, in return, will
they expect from their fans!
“if they want to scream through
our songs, theyre welcome.
