Harry had the advantage of arriv-
ing on the scenes when not only Radio
Rhythm Club bul also anything in
the nature of a regularly broadcast
small  British  swing band was a
novelty.

Buddy’s lads have no such advan-
tage. As far as their Radio Rhythm
Club broadeasts are concerned, they
will merely be following the trall
blazed by someone else.

It may be argued that -all this will
turn out to be of less importance in
deciding the fortunes of the combe
than the music it plays, and I am
ready to agree that this might wel'
be so0 if the outfit had anything start-
lingly different to offer,

But in these davs, when the Army
and R.A.F, are honeycombed  with
small swing groups, both ** offieial "
and " unofficial,” T um wondering f
it is distinctive enough —by which 1
mean not so much good as different,

Of course, it's very different irom
Harry Parry when you understand
niceties, but the public doesn't always
understand.

MIXTURE OF STYLES

As far as it is concerned, a band
is' either a swing band or it's not,
and people efther like the mnoise or
they don't, usually without knowing
why and without any appreciation of
styles, fashions or what-have-yous,

Also, the public likes Its hot put
into a kid glove and made easy on
the ear—simple. That is how Harry
Parry achleved much of his success.
Bul it can hardly be sajd of this
bunch of Buddy's.

However, ull this Is theorising, and
you're probably saying it's about time
I gol down to the records—the first
by Lhe group to be released,

Well, the first thing I'm going to
do is repeat, without any apologies,
the platitude that, ‘as Shakespeare
sald near enough, records are to a
band the unkindest cut of all.

One plays them over and over
agein, often for it to dawn on one
that some things are better than one
at first believed, but more often that
they are not quite so good.

What bhas dawned on me after
hearing these sides a few times is
that this band Is the most curious
mixture of styles one could well
imagine,

Mucafler

plays a rough, gutty,

EDGAR
JACKSON

driving old-time Dixieland style sort
of trombone—one might almost
deseribe him as the British George
Brunies.

Buddy (who wisely keeps mainly to
Lenor, using his clarry only for pre-
decided figured duets with Macafler)
plays-a sort of quasi-rhythmle, quasi-
rhapsodic style that was probably
inspired by Hawkins and Chu Berry,
but has. now become mostly just
Buddy.

Drummer. Jack Parnell heads the
none oo clearly recorded rhythm
section with a modern swing style,
leaving the piano, guitar and bass tn
decide whether they will stay in the
{rying-pan with him or jump into the
fire with Buddy or Macaffer, as the
case may be,

DISCONCERTING

For those with an wsthetic out-
look on jazz it's all a little discon-
ocerting.

However, as I believe I have said
before, jazz as one finds it on records
long ago forced me to the stage whera
ong accepts things *‘more for what
they are than for what one may feel
they ought to be, and I hand it to
this band for producing music which,
bwhatever its faults may be, Is at lenst
exhilarating:

It has an enthusiasm and a Kick
that would compensate for many
worse sins than it commits, and it
certainly has ways of doing. things
which, while they may he nejther
fiesh, fowl nor good red herring, have
an original enough flavour.
