TV TONDAY next (26th) brings Eric 
•L’J Winstone and his Orchestra to 
the microphone again for his second

since the start of the series, and 
dance fans can be certain that the 
week's listening will be well up to 
die standard set by this combination 
on recent airings.

Although Eric has always made a 
special feature of highly polished 
commercial arrangements, there is 
always something of interest for the 
swing fan included in every pro­
gramme, and recently several scores 
by Ray Terry and Jack Penn have 
lifted the band out of the usual com­
mercial dance orchestra class.

In two years Eric has built up the 
band from a studio pick-up combina­
tion into an established orchestra 
with a regular personnel of star 
musicians, amongst whom arc such 
outstanding soloists as Harry Roche 
on trombone. Harry Conn on clarinet. 
George Fierstone on drums, and. of 
course, the usual Winstone stalwarts 
Frank Deniz and Roy Marsh, who arc 
always featured in the small swing 
group known as " The Stage

oachers."
Next week will also see the debut 

of yet another Winstone opus, de­
scribed bv Eric as h " Western number 
to end all Westerns.” Titled " Covered 
Waggon." it should certainly join the 
ranks of Winstone best sellers in 
sheet music, while for the more dis­
criminating dance fans he has written 
a number called " Bugle Bounce."

Notts Pianist
Killed in Crash
HIS many friends throughout the 

Midlands area will be surprised 
and shocked to hear of the tragic 
death of Ross Deacon, one of Notting­
ham’s best known and respected 
dance pianists.

A member of an Army unit. Ross was 
fatally injured in a collision whilst 
motor-cycling on the Fosse Way. near 
Newark, on February 12.

Marked down as a boy to watch 
whilst playing witli Archie Perkins' 
Mayfair Band some twelve years ago. 
he established a reputation as one of 
the most advanced stylists tn the area 
whilst playing with George Hames* 
Band at the Greyfriars Hal). Notting­
ham. a resident job which he held for 
several years.

Noted for his keenness In the con­
testing field, Ross Deacon had several 
Individual awards to his name in 
these events, his latest being whilst 
playing with the Moritz Band in the 
1940 Nottinghamshire Championship 
immediately prior to joining the 
Forces.

Possessed of a modest and cheerful 
disposition, he was extremely popular 
with all his fellow musicians, and his 
untimely end will leave a void which 
will certainly be hard to fill In post­
war circles in the Nottingham district.

But if anyone Is better than anyone 
else, it's Kenny Baker.

Avoiding anything in the nature of 
high-note squeals which some may 
find exciting, but which arc seldom 
anything more than Just exhibi­
tionism. he keeps more or less co the 
lower and middle registers; and if 
anything Is better than what he plays, 
it's the way he plays it.

Kenny not only has the ideas, but 
so much technique that it’s terrific, .

With Tommy Bromley’s fine bass 
helping out Carlo Krahmer's perhaps 
not exactly Inspired, but nevertheless 
solid, cymbal-walloping, thc rhythm 
section provides a good kick to help 
thc front-line soloists along.

For the most part the arrangement 

adheres to thc twelve-bar blues form 
of the song, and the record Is con­
spicuous for the nice reed unisons in 
the first chorus, the clarinet com­
ments on the brass statements in the 
second chorus, thc trumpet and tenor 
solos, and perhaps, above all. thc 
easy, comparatively unpretentious way 
In which the band rides through thc 
side.

But I liked even better " 47th 
Street Jive."

This is another blues, but with (In 
spite of the not-abovc-susplclon cross­
talk between June Richmond and one 
of the boys of the band at the start) 
a considerably more authentic atmo­
sphere.

Typical of its sequence of verses is 
this first one:—

" Don't talk me to death.
'Cause I ain't ready to die.

(Repeat)
Ij you talk too much'

I know you are bound to Ue."
This naïve philosophy, which has 

been characteristic of the blues since 
its earliest days, is put over admir­
ably by June Richmond.- She may not 
be another Bessie Smith, but she’s a 
blues singer In thc true sense of the 
term, and not so far from being as 
good as they come these days.

To add to tho tenor and ensemble 
choruses which alternate with the 
five vocals, there are two solo choruses 
by Mary Lou Williams, and. they sound 
none the worse because Miss Wil­
liams plays -them - In boogie-woogie 
style. Anil believe me. she can play 
boogie-woogie.

1945 ESSEX 
DANCE BAND CHAMPIONSHIP 

Town Hall, Walthamstow, 
Wednesday, February 14, 1945

rTHE good, folk of Walthamstow 
(London) were treated to a 

grand " double event" when last 
Wednesday week (I4th) Les Wingrove 
presented. at the Town Hall's 
Assembly Hall, thc 1945 Essex Dance 
Band Championship with the added 
attraction oi Leslie " Jlver " Hutchin­
son and his All-Coloured Band as 
" house " band.

What the attendance might have 
been it is difficult to say.

Actually, it was confined to 550. the 
A.R.P. limit on ■ the hall, and once 
again one Is constrained to ask the 
question we asked last week in con­
nection with the Watford Town Hall; 
Why is such a ridiculously low maxi­
mum enforced on such a magnificent 
ballroom, generously equipped with 
exits. . which, with Its spacious 
balcony 'and large dance floor, can 
accommodate at least 1.000 without 
any suggestion of overcrowding?

These unnecessary restrictions 
merely mean that to cover their 
expenses promoters are forced to 
charge considerably more (In this 
case 6s. 6d. at doors on the night) 
than they would otherwise wish to 
charge.

However, the lucky 550 had no 
reason to complain that they were not 
given good value for their money.

"Jlver" Hutchinson's band— 
without doubt one of the very finest 
dance-swing outfits in the country 
to-day—put up a grand show.

This band has so much talent that 
It Is Invidious to pick out any one 
feature, but wc must mention Bertie 
King's swell alto playing, Yorkie de 
Sousa’s terrific boogie-woogie piano. 
Colerio'’c Goode's superb work on the 
bass, the vocal quartet and " Jlver's ” 
own always outstanding trumpet.

Generally speaking, only those, of 
the competing bands which secured, 
the first three places were up to con­
test standard, but all six entries pro­
duced the true contest spirit, and the 
customers had the added excitement 
of seeing a very distinguished panel 
of judges.

They included. In addition to Edgar 
Jackson as president and the redoubt­
able Bill Elliott. Harry Hayes. Harry 
Gold, " Poggie " Pogson and Norman 
Stenfalt.

they fall at their first attempt, they 
have plenty of opportunities to Uy 
again. Last year they entered the 
first London Championship of the 
season (the Middlesex), came second, 
and tried again shortly afterwards 
at the East London, which they won.

This year they more or less repeated 
the procedure by winning this Essex 
Championship, the second of the 
season.

And on thc whole they deserved 
their win.

Still possessing the same personnel 
as that with which they finished up 
last season and took part in thc South 
Britain Area Semi-Final at the 
Hammersmith Palais, they arc as 
good as, and probably even better 
than, they were then.

The clarinet started somewhat 
sharp (why do not bands pay more 
heed to tuning up?—they are allowed 
to take all the time they like over it) 
but soon got Into tune to feature nice 
musiclanly and stylish playing on 
both his clarinet and alto. His alto 
solos In the waltz and quick-step were 
outstandingly good.

No matter how one treats it. " More 
Than You Know." which the band 
played as its opening piece, is a 
number the main charm of which lies 
In its delightful melody. The pianist 
failed in his solo to " humour " this 
aspect of the composition and 
sounded better in the quick-step. 
" Washington Whirligig.” because in 
a composition of this type one can 
take more liberties (play one’s own 
tune instead of the tune “ us 
written") without losing anything 
that is artistically worth retaining.

Thc guitarist would probably be 
more appealing if hls supreme con­
fidence did not make him tend to 
forget feeling in hls solos, but he 
showed good technique and helped 
considerably to produce the good drive 
which was a feature of the rhythm 
section, especially in the quick-step.

On reading It I immediately com­
menced a telephone round-up to dis­
cover the bandleaders who had at­
tended the meeting.

As this was essentially a ballroom 
matter I concentrated on the bands 
which specialise in playing for dancing.

My first call, was to Lou Preager, to 
whose excellent band at the Hammer­
smith Palais between 20.000 and 30,000 
people dance every week.

No. Lou certainly hadn’t attended 
any such meeting.

Moreover, when I read over to him 
the " Star " article he added :

" You can quotq me as saying that 
that's not what wc here at Hammer­
smith think. Our patrons revel in 
swing and jive dancing. I've never 
found any rowdiness or loss of 
dignity, and to suggest it is an insult 
to the huge dancing community who 
have at last managed to get some real 
rhythm Into British dancing.’’

My next call was to Joe Loss, whose 
experience of ballroom playing is 
probably greater than that of any 
other .'bandleader In the country.

Joo was out of Town, but a repre­
sentative told me, not without pride 
in her voice, that Joe had given an 
interview to the "Star." Doubtless, 
said the representative, the article 
was a result of it.

But Joe didn't seem to have quite 
the same outlook when a few hours

one about which the " Star" made 
such a song—was a meeting arranged 
by the management of a large circuit 
with dance halls throughout the 
country.

They recently called their band­
leaders together to ask them what 
they thought about the dancing 
publio’s reactions to swing music and 
ilve dancing and, among other ques­
tions, ono which introduced tho 
original if not exactly enlightened 
Idea that it might be a good plan to 
have standardised arrangements of 
all tunes for all their fifty and 
possibly more dance bands.

What the bandleaders replied I 
have no Idea. But I know what I 
should have said if I had been one 
of the bandleaders on this circuit- 
with a band capable of playing any­
thing lice good swing.

Meanwhile, it would never surprise 
me to learn that the dancing teachers, 
too, have been getting together to 
discuss Jive, for they have for long 
been -scared stiff about the modern 
Idea in dancing.
-It has hit! thorn where they feol it 

most—In their pockets.
But it ,1s their own faults.
For tll°y hav® shown them­

selves to be too devoid of rhythm, not 
only to devise any dance that 
incorporates the spirit of swing, but 
to be able to get the hang of, and 
so teach, the dances which came

ready-made from America as the 
natural interpretation of swing music 
---the music which, being the essential 
background of this type of dancing, 
is. our reason for taking up cudgels 
on behalf of all swing-minded dancers.

Steps, yes. They picked up those 
more or less accurately If somewhat 
belatedly. But the body swing. NO. 
Their movements arc like those of 
automata.

But offer oil. that’s their mis­
fortune if not also their fault, and 
one has no more right to Interfere 
with their Ideas of jlvc than one has 
to deny them their " competition ” 
style. If they want to dance like 
that, it’s up to them. Live and let 
live I

But when they start hitting out at 
good jazz and swing music just 
because they can't dance to it, then 
It’s another matter.

Already they have done more than 
enough harm to good dance music bv 
turning it into the stuff typifiecl 
by Victor Silvester and his Ballroom 
Orchestra. But. not satisfied with 
having got so far. they now want to 
interfere still further.

If they prefer the old emasculated 
style of ballroom dancing, wc should 
worry.

But let them devise their own music 
for it. and not try to mess about 
with and kill jazz and swing Just 
because neither fits in with, tneir 
Ideas—or, rather, should one say lack 
of ideas?—about rhythm.

SWING STILL SUPREME

CRESCENT CITY JAZZ
TT is often said that the home of 
J- real jazz has shifted .from New 
Orleans to Los Angeles, and the 
quantity of jazz made In and around 
L.A. makes this a tolerable exaggera­
tion.

Months ago we reported that Nesuhl 
Ertegun was set to record Kid Ory 
with a New Orleans band. The great 
trombonist has been settled in Los 
Angeles for more than ten years, and 
only recently did he resume playing, 
working in a small Los Angeles night 
spot and doubling on string bass.

All reports agree that he is plavlng 
as well and better than ever before. 
His interest is still in the Orleans jazz 
alone, and It is very much to be hoped 
that he will be recorded, along with 
Papa Mutt, Bud Scott. Ed Garland 
and the rest of the West Coast Jazz­
men. by one of the major companies 
before too long.

Now Ertegun's discs have been 
issued on “ Crescent." which label is 
sponsored by MariH Morden (recently 
Mrs. Dave Stuart), of the Jazz Man 
Record Shop. Two records are re­
leased. titles being ” South "I" Creole 
Song" (Crcs. 1) and "Get Out Of 
Here Blues For Jimmy " (Crcs. 2).
