Famous Ellington Trombone

MAURICE WINNICK, whose band was all set for thc Casino, Deau­
ville, for the whole of August, and who had arranged to leave

this country last Saturday, July had not received his French
labour permits at the time of going to press and had abandoned
all idea of making the visit.

Maurice Winnick tells the
Melody Maker that he gave up 
lucrative work in order to accept 
the Casino date, and this last- 
minute change of plan has 
naturally left hhn faced with 
several blank weeks that are 
likely to Involve him in severe 
financial losses.

Hard on thc beds of this disturb­
ing news, thc Melody Maker learned 
that two other British bandleaders— 
Al Jennings and Edward Sommerficld 
(working in conjunction with Felix 
King)—had iust received their work­
ing permits and would be taking their 
orchestras to thc South of France.

It was reported in these columns 
lately that Al Jennings and his Carib­
bean Orchestra would be touring thc 
principal cities of Italy. This tour 
had to be postponed as a result of 
the Italian elections, but will defi­
nitely IM'-e Place in October. Berlin-bound, Sally Douglas.

RECIPROCAL ACTION ?

Meanwhile. Gino Arbib, of Anglo- 
American Artists. Ltd., negotiated an 
engagement for the Caribbean 
Orchestra at thc Palin Beach Casino. 
Cannes, and Al and thc bovs left ffir 
that venue on Tuesday, July 30.

Tod Sommerficld told a Melody 
Maker representative: “We have 
been advised by thc directors of the 
Palais de la Mediterranée. Nice, that 
permits have been granted, and thev 
request us to open as per contract on 
August 9."

It would appear that the French 
Ministry of Labour and Musicians’ 
Union have taken contradictory lines 
of action in thc cases of these three 
bands, all signed up for engagements 
of a similar nature.

Thc treatment accorded to Ray 
Ventura and his 25-piece orchestra on 
tho occasion of their recent visit to 
England made it transparently clear 
that all was not well in tho field of 
Anglo-French musical relations. It is 
common knowledge that the French 
authorities wcro far from satisfied 
with the restrictive action taken 
against Ventura, and thc " M.M.” 
believes this hitch in tho granting of 
permits to Maurice Winnick to be a 
dircot outcome of thoir dissatisfac­
tion.

Readers will recall that Ventura 
was scheduled to pl$y four dances, 
as well as several concerts and broad­
casts, while in this country, and that 
under a pre-war Ministry of Labour 
edict he was refused permission to 
undertake the dance engagements.

Approached by thc Melody Maker 
on this subject, a spokesman of the 
Musicians’ Union said: "The M.U. 
had no objection to Ray Ventura’s 
coming here and playing as long as 
hc was not depriving British musi­
cians of employment. Furthermore, 
the M.U. is quite willing to enter into 
arrangements with thc union of any 
other country for an exchange of 
comparable bands and orchestras.

"Tho M.U. is prepared to allow 
foreign bands to play here, with 
certain safeguards, providing that the 
countries concerned facilitate tho 
entry of our bands on similar terms, 
Tho executive committoo has dis­
cussed these matters, and supports 
the Idea of reciprocal action on the 
part of England and any other 
country, and, Indeed, this spirit of 

< reciprocity has already been put Into 
practice In the symphony orchestra 
field."

It seems, then, that there can be no 
serious obstacles In the way of a 
■working agreement being reached be­
tween the British and French unions 
and Ministries concerned.

Player Dies at 42
“ HHRICKY SAM NANTON DIED JULY 20 IN LOS /ANGELES AFTER 

JL LONG ILLNESS."
This cable from Leonard Feather, received just after our Iasi 

issue had gone to press, announced the sad but not totally
unexpected news of the passing 
trombone players.

Joe " Tricky Sam ” Nanton’s 
illness was reported In this paper 
towards the close of last year, 
when we disclosed that, as a 
result of a stroke which had 
partly paralysed him. Tricky Sam 
was out of. the Ellington orche­
stra for an indefinite period.

Since then there have been con­
flicting stories In the U.S. Press to 
the effect that Tricky was back in 
the band; out. of thc band for good: 
and that he was helping with some 
kind ot managerial duties. Finally, 
the July issue of " Metronome ” 
stated that Nanton had rejoined the 
band, making thc trombone section 
four strong for Duke’s Orpheum 
Theatre date in L.A.

Now finis has been written to the 
career of Ellington’s most distinctive 
trombonist, one who had played 
almost continuously with the aggre­
gation since 1926, and who did much 
to formulate the "Jungle ” style

of one of jazz music’s best-lovec

which characterised Ellington's 
music.

Nanton worked In close partnership 
with trumpeter Bubber Miley during 
the early days of the Ellington band, 
learning his growl technique from 
Miley and (what is not so commonly 
known) passing it on to Cootie 
Williams, who followed Miley into the 
featured trumpet spot.

Though he was undisputed king of 
" trombone growlers.” Nanton was 
master of a variety of effects which 
soon earned him the nickname bv 
which he was so widely known. He

iilayed fine open solos with a strong 
azz tone and executed passages In 
very high register with deceptive 

ease. Through the years he retained 
his uncompromising approach to 
jazz, and in modern Ellington record-
Ings

his work ofterf contrasted 
igely with that of the other

52nd Street—Tiny Grimes on guitar 
and Slam Stewart on bass. Today, 
Tiny and Slam each have their own 
trios, and Siam’s former partner. 
Slim Gaillard, Isn’t doing so badly 
cither. Slim is thc originator of thc 
VootcrinI School, better known as 
” Cement Mixer—Puttl. Puttl.”

The Vivian Garry Trio, with Wini 
Beatty, their new pianist and vocalist, 
and Arv Garrison, a brilliant origina­
tor on guitar, plus-VIv on bass, is one 
of the outstanding groups of this 
kind.

Thc three have relaxed much more 
in the past few months, found groovier 
tempos, more original ideas, and 
enriched their library with some 
very shrewdly chosen new music.

One of their outstanding numbers 
is Duke’s ” What Am I Here For? ”

The Red Callender Trio—Red plays 
bass, sings and directs the group—has 
a terrific beat and sings the hip songs 
with a light touch that will carry 
them a long way. George Salisbury, 
a Kansas City boy, is the new pianist. 
His playing runs heavily to block 
chords and cadences, and has much 
of the spirit and taste of the great 
Jazzmen.

Lucky Enols, guitarist, has added 
solo singing to his other accomplish­
ments. thus broadening thc group’s 
accomplishments. Some numbers that 
this trio are making famous arc " Be 
Happy, Pappy,” “ Soft Winds.” 
“ Baby. I’m Gone ” and “ Red Light.”

All three members of thc Pago 
Cavanaugh Trio arc in their mid- 
twenties. and all three were in thc 
army at the beginning of this year.

Since Miff appeared at the Panama 
he has certainly not been sitting 
about idle, for he has established a 
very busy office in Charing Cross 
Road, from which he supervises pro­
motions under the heading of Miff 
Ferrie Orchestras.

Miff ba§ also maintained his Interest 
In vocal acts, and among bis offerings 
arc thc now Vocaltoncs, who recently 
made a promising start on the air In 
“ Navy Mixture.” It will be remem­
bered, too. that Miff, after his dis­
charge from the Army, acted for over 
two years as Musical Advisor to -USO, 
fixing some 35 shows and working 
hard with his own entourage, which 
he took on a 25,000-mile tour.

His men for the Job nt thc Winder- 
mere will be Norman Warren (pno., 
arr.); Ray Webb (gtr., vcls.); Ralph 
Baker (dms.); Ronnie Hudls (tnr.l; 
George Harper (trmb.. vcls.); Jack 
Level (bass); and Miff leading on 
trombone, singing and comparing.

Miff has two broadcasts with thc

DEATH OF
LES WHARTON

THE Melody Maker announces

M.C.A. WIN
INJUNCTION
LAW-CASE
JUDGMENT was given in the 

Chancery Division on Tues­
day in an action In which Music 

Corporation of America and their 
English subsidiary company. 
Music Corporation of America. 
Ltd., claimed an injunction re­
straining thc Music Corporation 
(Great Britain). Ltd., of Albe­
marle Street. London, W.. from 
carrving on business under its 
present title or under any name 
containing the words “Music 
Corporation.”

Thc defence was that thc words 
” Music Corporation ” were descrip­
tive of the defendants’ business, and 
that, taken in conjunction with tho 
words "Great Britain.” were not 
calculated to cause confusion.

" CONFUSION "
Mr. Justice Wvnn-Parry found that 

the plaintiffs' English company had 
in England a valuable goodwill in 
respect of which they were entitled 
to protection. Thc defendant com­
pany wxs formed in March, 1945. all 
thc 'promoters being engaged in tho 
musical side of the entertainment 
business.

His lordship was unable to regard 
the words " Music Corporation ” as 
descriptive of the defendants’ busi­
ness. and he was satisfied that the 
words were not reasonably required 
to describe their business.

In his view, the defendant com­
pany’s name was so similar to thc 
plaintiffs’ name as to be calculated to 
cause confusion.

” Thc evidence points overwhelm­
ingly to the conclusion that confusion 
and deception must occur if the 
defendant company continues to 
trade under its present name,’’ added 
the Judge. ” The name Is liable to 
cause confusion and deception, and 
I shall grant the injunction asked for 
and suspend it for six weeks to 
allow the defendants time in which

•to change their name.”
Thc injunction was also suspended 

until after the hearing of an appeal 
-if thc defendant company gave 
notice of appeal within three weeks. 
Thc defendants were ordered to pay 
thc costs.

Thc proceedings lasted three davs. 
and notable witnesses called Included 
Sidney Lipton, George Melachrino. 
Roy Fox. Edward Sommerficld, Hardie 
Ratcliffe, Jack Fallon, Ray Sonin, etc.

IT has taken H.M.V. over a year 
and a half to get these 

records out over here, but if ever 
there were an occasion when the 
cliche, ‘'Better late than never,” 
s h o u I d be forgiven on the 
grounds of incontrovertible apt­
ness, this Is It.

•' Black. Brown and Beige,” first 
played In public. In the abridged form 
in which it is presented on these 
records, by the Duke and his 
orchestra at their Carnegie Hall 
concert on January 23, 1943. was 
described bv Ellington to Inez 
Cavanaugh for purposes of pro­
gramme notes as " A Saga to the 
Negro in America.”

But, call it what you will—and 
because I can't say I am a lover ot 
the word Saga I propose to call it 
simply a Concert Suite—it is without 
doubt the best thing ot the Duke's 
1 have yet heard.

It is also the most ambitious of his 
works to which he has so far intro­
duced us; but I certainly do not agree 
with thc many American critics who 
endeavoured to make us believe that 
it was something profound that one 
had to hear many times before one 
could attempt to pass judgment on 
It, and It would never surprise me to 
learn that cither they were merely 
indulging in the ballyhoo with which 
America loves to surround anything 
new, or trying to discover an excuse 
for their failure to agree on how they 
should describe it.

For, while both the composition 
and this performance of it have

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subtleties of beauty which one cannot 
appreciate to thc full until one has 
heard thc records a few times, 
actually this • Is thc sort of music 
anyone who can understand any 
ordinary Ellington piece ought to be 
able to get thc full hang of at first 
hearing.

The Duke has made no attempt to 
impress us by going highbrow, in­
volved or even ” advanced.”

What he has done is to remove 
from modern American Negro music 
as most of us know it tho confining 
dictates of the dance hall and the 
10-inch gramophone record. He has 
taken to himself a larger canvas and 
thus given himself extended scope. 
But, far from having used it, if you 
will forgive the mixing ot metaphors, 
to swim in new waters, which, while 
they might not have taken him out 
of his depth, might easily have taken 
his listeners out of theirs, he has 
given us something which is at once 
the Ellington with whom we are 
familiar and Ellington for the most 
part at his absolute best.

And when I say Ellington I' mean 
also the Ellington orchestra.

SHERRILL AND SEARS

Like Ellington the composer, it 
reaches in this suite heights of 
imagination, charm and artistry such 
as Negro music In any form has 
seldom if ever before had bestowed 
upon it.

For instance, in thc ” Blues ” move­
ment:—

Thc Blucx ain’t nothin' but a cold, 
grey day,

And all night long it stags that way. 
Low, ugly, mean Blues.
This . 16 not in the conventional 

blues sequence of harmonies, or in 
the usual 12-har blues form.

But it is the blues in character.
Ellington's exquisite melody has. all 

the passionate nostalgia and out­
pouring of soul that are thc blues, 
and the way Joya Sherrill sings tho 
entrancing theme and the artistry .of 
Al Scars' tenor are things which can' 
only be believed by being heard.

Joya in the past has not always 
gone amazingly well with me, but I 
am now just about convinced' that 
the reason has been because the 
material has not been worthy of her. 
She is one of those few singers who 
cither refuse to be or cannot be 
theatrical, consequently she just 
can’t put over a trivial song.

But give her music such as'this, 
and her complete lack of affectation 
makes one realise all the more her 
sincerity and thc strength of char­
acter that lie behind her restraint 
and complete unaffectedness.

Moreover—and this also helps—it 
so happens that she not only has a 
voice with all the fascinating Negro 
colour and quality and a real feeling 
for the blues: she can also sing.

And Al Soars I In the name ot 

swing we’ve had in 
the last few years 
some highly original

tenor 
and 

gone 
than

somewhat well with 
the fans, who have 
hailed them as the 
latest developments 
in ” hot tone,” as 
they are pleased to 
call it.

So, if only bv 
way of a change, it 
is a pleasure to find 
someone content to 
treat the tenor as 
the musical instru­
ment it is and 
thereby produce 
music that for 
sheer beauty of 
tone and artistry 
of interpretation is 
almost out of this 
world.

Incidentally, you 
may already have 
heard one of the 
themes from this 
" Blues ” move­
ment, for it has 
appeared under thc 

title of " Carnegie Blues,” as a com­
plete side by the Ellington orchestra 
on H.M.V. B9448, released towards 
the end of last year. If I say that it 
is perhaps the least important and 
prepossessing part of this " Blues 
movement of the suite, it is less to 
disparage it in any way. and more to 
give you some idea of how enthralling 
the rest of the side is.

OUTSTANDING SOLOISTS

* have dealt with' this " Blues ” 
movement first because it is. to my 
mind, the loveliest part of the suite. 
But this says nothing against ihe

hisThis Is EUlnston back on 
beloved subject at which he has 
excelled all others—the telling of the 
story of the Negro slave days—a 
story which Ellington tells here with 
a strength, originality and descria- 
tiveness which make it as gripping as 
it is convincing.

Assisting in the telling as out­
standing soloists are Hairy Garaev 
on his baritone: Joe Nanton, whose 
trombone gives full power to the 
plaintiveness of this impressive 

•music; and Otto Hardwick, whose 
alto leads in the moving Httle 
spirituel motif which concludes the 
side.

the workers gather in the open sun­
light to pray for the day when they 
will have a church of their own to 
Ro to.

This is Johnny Hodges’ moment. 
It is his inimitable alto that sings:—

We have no organ.
No lovely white church with its 

steeple shining in the sun,
But we arc singing,
And we do believe;
And wc shall keep on singing
” Come, Sunday.”
Finally, the ” Three Dances.”
First is the ” West Indian Dance.” 

a dedication to the valorous deeds of 
the seven hundred free Haitians who 
aided the Americans at. the siege of 
Savannah in the Revolutionary War.

Features of the lively, almost 
-barbaric, telling of this epic are the 
tenor-baritone duet, the work of the 
reeds section which merges out of it. 
and the primitive outpourings of 
Taft Jordan and Joe Nanton.

Secondly, " Emancipation Dance.”
FANCIFUL . , . OBSCURE

Perhaps the most fanciful and in 
some ways obscure part of the suite, 
this describe« the joy fulness of the 
young people and' bewilderment of 
thc old on the " great awakening 
day.” Youth apparently anticipated 
an existence of glorious freedom: but 
age, after long, weary years of servi­
tude, wanted only rest. Ironically, it 
found itself free to attain this goal 
—but where?

To describe both the fawnlike 
" graceful awkwardness ” and aban­
don of youth and the frustration and 
despair of the old people, Ellington 
uses the old wa-wa-muted trumoet 
and trombone effect which first .found 
inspiration in the exhortations of the 
coloured Gospel preachers.

But, from the difference between 
their precocious ejaculations (the 
young folk) and their quavery 
expostulations (the old people), you 
should have no more difficulty in 
recognisidg which Is which than you 
should have in realising what In 
Beneral the Duke Is driving at. even 

’ the moral—assuming there is one— 
is not quite as clear as it might be.

But perhaps this part of the suite 
is best considered, not for the story 
it attempts to tell, but as a sample 
of Ellington wittily amusing himself, 
and us, by playing with music in the 
contemporary Negro vein.

Finally, " Sugar Hill Penthouse.” 
This dance (also known as "Creamy 
Brown”) has been described by 
Ellington as representative of the 
atmosphere of a Sugar Hill penthouse 
In Harlem which can only be fully 
appreciated by one who has lived 
there.

If this review has read to you like 
a rave, it is because I intended that 
it should do so. Seldom in all my life 
have I enjoyed any music quite so 
much as I have this ” Black, Brown

But to the jazzmen who played 
around Chicago and New York 
during the period of Blx's ascend­
ancy. and the jazz lovers who 
heard them playing or caught 
their recordings while they were

clan who ever lived . . . the grandest 
artist of them all . . . not only tho 
greatest musician, but the greatest 
gentleman! ’*

Musicians, it’s true, are Inclined to 
bo fulsome about their departed 
henchmen. But Bix didn’t have to 
dio before he reaped praise. He’s 
something of a legendary figure now. 
because every man or woman who 
ever shared his room or borrowed his 
neckwear has long since disclosed the 
fact and embroidered upon the cir­
cumstances surrounding the associa­
tion.

They all wanted to get their word 
on to tho records, so now we have 
an impressive accumulation of evi­
dence pointing to the fact that Bix 
didn’t drink as much as the fellows 
around him. but contrived to drink 
himself to death; that he was weak 
but fit; gay yet sad; that he liked 
big-band work, jazzband work; was 
universally envied but admired; was 
a consummate musician with but little 
technique; was a man of some con­
ceit yet modest withal.

Whatever the truth about Bix as 
a person, the truth about the musi­
cian is that seventeen or eighteen 
years ago he was the most revered 
jazz trumpeter in the world.

Jimmy McPartland, who played 
alongside Bix and got to sound a lot 
like him. assured me that Bix was 
pretty much of a legend among musi­
cians during his lifetime, too. And 
we can confirm the truth of Jimmy’s 
statement that: “ The boys used to 
roll in from miles around just to hear 
him play.’’

THERE Is a reason for Blx’s 
formidable popularity with 

" Goldcn-Agcrs ’’ that goes beyond the 
technical qualities of his playing. 
Viewed superficially, his work is clean 
and pleasant, sometimes inspired and 
at its best exceptionally melodious. 
But that doesn't add up to greatness, 
and Bix had claims to greatness.

When factional disputes are put 
aside, and jazz lovers generalise 
about the music and the players, they 
are apt to couple the names of Bix 
and Louis Armstrong. There is little 
similarity in the playing of these two 
men, still less In their social back­
grounds. What they enjoyed in com­
mon was artistic stature and an odd 
kind of musical prestige. Both were 
great figures because they epitomised 
a certain school of jazz. '

In Louis's case it was New Orleans 
music, and ho created something that 
was a synthesis of the best that had 
gone before. He took the already 
maturo style and carried it still 
farther forward into realms- where he 
had virtually no competitors. Col­
lectors and musicians familiar with 
the stylo actually agree on his supre­
macy. Just as they agree about B’x. 
But with Bix it was another type of 
Jazz, and so there would be no profit 
In comparing It directly with Arm­
strong’s.

At a risk of overstressing the point. 
I’ll intrude the names of Teschemacher 
and Johnny Dodds. To me it seems 
thatTesch was a musician of less con- 
scaucnco than Dodds. He learned 
some angles from the Negro, just as 
Bix is said to have done from Louis. 
But ho had a style of hls own and a 
musical background utterly unlike the 
Negro's.

Ho wasn’t doing the same thing as 
Dodds, and If the latter (for the sake 
of argument) personified New Orleans 
clarinet. then Tesch personified 
Chicago clarinet. And the styles of 
both influenced scores of contempor­
ary clarinettists. Because Tesch ex­
pressed so well the spirit of the 
Chicagoans, and because he was a

creative musician, he earned himself 
“ Immortal ” status In a brief career.

And so with Bix, whose style proved 
more influential than that of any 
trumpet player save Armstrong. Up 
until the advent of Eldridge’s neo­
bebop. Bix and Louis between, them 
had had a hand in shaping almost 
the whole of the contemporaneous 
trumpet Jazz. And although, to my 
mind. Blx’s accomplishments appear 
small when set beside Armstrong’s. 
I can appreciate both musicians by 
viewing them in relation to their 
musical and social environment.

I think Wlngy Mannone has the 
right slant. "After Bix,’’ he once 
said. “ The others are just apes, for 
he had more Ideas than the rest of 
us put together.’’ Yet, asked at other 
times what trumpeter he considered 
greatest, he has replied forcefully: 
"Louis Armstrong . . . ask me who’s 
second . . . there is no second. It’s 
Just Louis, thassalll ”

Of course, the statements are not 
mutually exclusive, because Bix is 
dead and Louis alive. But for a time 
they puzzled me and I was beginning 
to figure Wlngy said that sort of thing 
about all the boys. Now I see that 
both are true to a degree, for Wlngy 
no doubt keeps the two musicians in 
separate compartments of the mind.

TO appreciate Bix fully. It Is 
probably necessary to know 

something of the society In which he 
lived and played. From the record­
ings It is clear he absorbed much of 
tho raw spirit of Chicago jazz. It is 
also clear that at twenty ho was a 
potent jazz musician! For those who 
cherish tho “ beat-up " atmosphere of 
a performance, the sides he made 
with the Wolverines and his own 
Rhythm Jugglers will take top place. 

But Blx's forte was not the rough 
Chicago jazz. He worked a great 
deal with New York musicians and 
his playing came to epitomise the 
music of the New Yorkers, to express 
exactly the spirit of that ¡city’s lazz 
and Its exponents. It was not Nichols 
or Mole or the Dorseys who nave 
fullest expression to the New York 
scene of those times: It was Bix who 
was New York incarnate. .

Writers on New Orleans Jazz, and 
even Chicago jazz, rarely attempt an 
assessment of the music which fails 
to take into account the peculiar 
social customs of the place and age, 
and the exact position in society occu­
pied by the men who made the musio 

Orleans marching jazz is made the 
more comprehensible by a realisation 
of the players’ musical shortcomings 
m the academic sense: by a realisa­
tion that they were often concerned 
more with tonal blend and improvised 
collectives than with individual purity 
of tone and perfection of pitch.

In Prohibition Chicago, different 
conventions obtained; there was a

different, but not entirely dissimilar, 
setting for the music: the men who 
created an Indigenous Chicago style 
were drawn from a different stratum 
of society than that which provided 
the New Orleans pioneers.

In New York, again, conditions were 
by no means the same, and there was 
less of a native group of Jazzmen but 
rather a heterogeneous body of musi­
cians drawn together by a common 
purpose. Without a clear picture of 
the times, and with no space to sketch. 
In thodlttle I’ve gleaned from guide­
books and racy histories. It Is beyond 
mo to convey . the atmospncrc of 
" Golden Age ” New York. But I 
bcllevo Blx's playing reflected that 
atmosphere, and an American friend 
(who can recall those days well) is 
convinced that Bix expressed what hls 
fellow jazzmen felt and experienced.

This would account for the rcVer-
enco in which he is held by hls con­
temporaries. Ho is their man; and 
Îust as Jelly-Roll Morton spoke of 
?ony Jackson or Buddy Bolden, just 

as Barney Bigard speaxs of PIcou or 
the Tios, confessing that he never 
even heard of Teschemacher, so Trum- 
bauer, Carmichael. Rank, Riskin. 
Bloom. McPartland „ and the rest 
swear by Bix and piy tribute to his 
greatness. , ,

In an R.R.O. interview with Denis 
Preston. Jimmy McPartland said: 
“ Bix sure was my man—I’ll tell you 
that right away. Why. he had every­
thing I consider perfect in a musician. 
Tone, wonderful sense of melody, and 
something I can only call ‘ poise. 
Every nolo he played came out of 
that cornet of hls perfectly weighted, 
nerfectly timed. You never got the 
feeling he was lost for an idea. ... 
I don’t think I ever consciously copied 
Bix. but when you work -that close 
to a man like him you’re bound to 
take something away with you.”

Jimmy was only one who tooi some­
thing away. There were Andy Secrest. 
Leo McConville. Micky Bloom. Red 
Nichols. Charlie Margulis, and less 
celebrated players who worked In the 
Goldkette and Whiteman trumpet 
sections

As one writer has put it: “At the 
time of the release of the Blx- 
Trumbauer ‘Singin’ The Blues,’every 
trumpeter Ln the land made it hls 
business to learn the chorus cold. To 
not know it was to be hopelessly 
passé. . . . Rex Stewart faithfully 
played Blx’s chorus note for note.” 
Rex. for a time, showed traces of a 
Bix Influence, and Joe Smith was 
another Negro musician who may per­
haps be classed among the Beider­
becke disciples.

I HAVE not said much here 
about the various sessions 

on which Bix played; those will be 
found listed in Ralph Venables’ dis­
cography which begins this week in 
“ Collectors’ Corner.” Many of hls 
recordings were made with big bands 
of indifferent quality, and. although 
hls solos were outstanding, the records 
os a whole are tedious.

With a contingent of the Goldkette 
band, Bix made his most jazzworthY 

sessions that produced " Sorry.” “ Jazz 
Band Ball.” /‘Jazz Me.” “Royal 
Garden," “Since My Best Gal" and 
" Goose Pimples.” These show Bix 
at hls brilliant best, playing a light, 
bouncing lead that gives strength to 
the stories of hls early worship of La 
Rocca's Dixieland Five.

As McPartland said: “A whole lot 
of good cornet players I know could 
knock out a chorus that sounds like 
Bix note for note. But could they 
lead a Jazzband the way he did? 
That takes a real good ear, and feel­
ing—for what the next guy’s doing. 
. . . Bix really liked getting right 
in there with a little Dixieland bond 
and blowing his heart out But never 
mind how excited he got, he never 
lost control of his horn. I reckon 
that was the.music he liked best, and 
the music he was best at."

For my part, Jimmy is dead right, 
and if Bix had never recorded another 
note, those Gang sides would mark 
him as a jazzman of considerable 
ability. How unfortunate it was that 
after he hit the limelight he never 
worked regularly with a small Jazz 
group and seldom recorded with one.

Had he been able to organise a 
session along proven Jazz lines, with 
musicians of hls choosing and of his 
own calibre, Bix might well have 
mado records to surpass anything In 
the white Jazz discography.

But all round this band, which seems to 
have more than heard of the existence 
of Artio Shaw's Grnmcrcy Five and the 
Bonny Goodman Sextet, can claim to bc 
one of those enlightened groups of en­
thusiasts who not only .know what 
should bo done with a small combination 
of only six instruments, but also how to 
do it.

Perhaps it must bo admitted that what 
wo should like to have been able to put 
down to commendable restraint on tho 
part of the trumpet would be described 
more accurately ns repression due to a 
rather more mechanically acquired than 
natural appreciation of thc swing Idiom. 
Tho drummer’s tendency to seem rather 
moro “ busy ” than relaxed may well be 
duo to tho same cause.

Nevertheless, these two fitted them­
selves Into tho general style of the band 
well enough, and with thc other very 
much moro than averagely competent and 
understanding performers, not forgetting 
tho vocalist who added- to his accom­
plishments In tho waltz by showing that 
ho was anything but deficient in micro- 
phono technique, made a swing group 
that was none the less effective because 
it knew tho meaning of tho word 
“ subtlety."

But brass Ill- 
balanced and untidy, saxes anremic in 
tono and rather spiritless, and whole

This band has built itself into a 
winning combination by profiling from 
Its mistakes. Entering several contests 
this season, nnd finishing nowhere until 
it gained second place at Lincoln a week 
or so back, It has taken the Judges’ 
criticisms to heart on each occasion to 
such an extent that it finally put every­
thing right and reaped the Just reward 
of its keenness and perseverance,

Intelligent front-line balance against a 
driving rhythm section was the high­
light of Its playing. The De Montfort 
Hall Is not good acoustically for small 
dance bands, and all rhythm sections 
could not help but sound woolly. This 
band’s section, liowever, by slicer tone 
and Inherent lift, overcame thc sur­
roundings and gave a real beat to the 
band—all thc threo members receiving 
individualists' awards. The flftcen-ycar- 
old bassist deserves a special pat on the 
back.

Tho style of the trumpet-player Is 
synthetic, but he tries very hard, nnd 
the tenor was a little too restrained In 
his solo In tho waltz. Thc boys fell over 
themselves a bit In the last few bars of 
ihclr quickstep, and occasionally forced 
their phrases to get light'and shade; but 
these were the only criticisms of a per­
formance that Is an object-lesson to 
bands to pay close attention to what 
they oro told at the judges’ conferences 
after contests, and to profit thereby.

Second: JACK HARDY'S NEW RHYTHM

Overcoming tho handicap of a curious 
Instrumentation — alto, two .trumpets, 
piano and drums—this band put up an 
Intelligent show’, led by a trumpet- 
player who was tho best individual musi­
cian in tho whole contest. His under­
standing of the jazz Idiom was particu­
larly praiseworthy.

Tho alto has a tone which is too reedy, 
and in tho waltz played a little under 
pitch. His technique was inclined to 
bo a llttlo rambling, as though he were 
playing with his gloves on, and he 
should listen to records of recognised 
sax-artists to get an idea of true saxo­
phone tono.

Tho rhythm could do with a bit more 
life, and with attention to final polish 
this band will undoubtedly win a contest 
beforo long. It is well rehearsed and 
plays most suitable arrangements. Lift 
and tono aro what it should chiefly 
watch.

Bert Wilcox and his Orchestra, of 
Wolverhampton, were placed third. The 
individualist’s award for guitar was won 
by Stanley Wasser, of thc MeJtonaires 
RAF Quintette. Eight bands competed.
