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New moves from

an old hand

by John Tobler
T IS difficult to conceive of a
more reloxed individual than
Dan Willioms, the Texan
singer/guitarist wha recently
taured here to immense acclaim in
support of his new Capita! LP, New
Maves.

Williams is port of the Discover
New Country campaign, olthough
he is somewhot ambivalent about
his qualifications for inclusion,
perhaps correctly feeling that the
word ‘new’ is inappropriate in his
case. “The one thing | don't want to
be port of,” says Don, wearing his
trademark hat even for an inter-
view, “is a fad. | don't like to be
associated with efforts to promote
anything that even smacks of fadd-
ism, which is why | distanced myself
from the Outlaw Country thing too.
In many ways, 1 lotally relate to
Waylon (Jennings) and Willie (Nel-
san), as we're from the some part
of the world and experienced a lot
of the same things, but | just don't
like fods — you may grow with o
fad, but you'll decline with it too™.

WILLIAMS: tipping his hot fo New
Country

The reason for his inclusion in the
New Country campaign seems to
have rather more to do with his
capture by Capitol than any simi-
larity between himself and soy Ex-
ile — in Britain, nearly all his pre-
vious LPs were released via MCA
or the company MCA obsorbed,
ABC, and Williams sees the move
as positive in terms of his career
because the EMI organisation hos
more clout in those fterritories
where he has enjoyed most success
than had previous fabels.

“Per capita, my success olmost
from the very start has been for

reater everyvhere else than the

tates, although in some respects
the States is catching up. I's bizarre
that it should be so, and | don't
really understand it, but | don’t care
particularly — it's kind of ironic”.

Don Wilfiams is very definitely a
substantial artist, about whom the
term ‘country’ should not evoke
images of stetsons ond six guns
worn by chartered accountants
(ullhougl they're welcome too).
His band includes such notables as
veteran sox/flute player Jim Horn
of Duane Eddy fome, mercurial
quitarist/harmonica player Danny
Flowers, whose composition, ‘Tulsa
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Time’, wos a big hit for Eric Clap-
ton, himself o devaut Willioms
admirer, and others less famaus,
bui equally musically erudite.

Amang the crowd leaving Hom-
mersmith Odean with smiles an
their faces were several hardline
rock fans, who perhaps see Dan as
a country-flavoured Von Morrisan,
a accurate view in songs fike That's
The Thing About Love, while the
more mature were captivated by
older classics like 1 Recall A Gypsy
Woman ond You're My Best
Friend. It seems that finally pre-
judices are being rejected as in-
accurate — Don Willioms is an
entertainer with rock roots as well
as a country flavour, and before
long, his audience won't be all
wimps!

Willioms seems to be made of
sterner stuff than many of his com-

atriots — he didn't sense the risk
rom either terrorists or Chernobyl,
but defends those who cancelled
lours by noting “people here find it
difficult to understand, but in Amer-
ica, terrorism is a new concept,
opart from assassinations, which
aren't directed ot the generol pub-
lic like terrorism is. The media has
also played it up too much and it's
frightened a lot of people”.

Don even brought his wife of
many years to Britain, so he’s not
freaked out, just as he wasn’t on a
previous visit which included an
emotional and unforgettable con-
cert in Belfast.

Although it's a major patt of his
life, music isn't everything for Don
— he also works on improving the
aerodynamics of go-karts and is
about to embark on learning how
to fly a helicopter, as well os being
a devoted family man. However,
he did not take part in any of the
‘Aid’ concerts last year. “It's difficult
to explain how | feel about those
things — they sound attraclive to
the general public, but | prefer to
have some control over what hap-
pens to the money thot's raised.
The only way I'm prepared to get
involved is to make a stotement
that the organisers are honest ond
will do everything they say they'll
do, but | have o hard time doing
that. So many of these things seem
like another reason for TV expo-
sure — have people stopped dying
because of We Are The World? If
they were talking about financing
a huge reservoir or an educational
programme, ! think | could get
more into something like thal”.

Unlike so many in the public eye,
Don Williams thinks before he acts
— the some applies to his recorded
output, which therefore hos a far
longer life than that of olmost any-
one else.

Hungarians and their
president pocEed into The Peo-
ples’ Stadium, swa{ing en mas-
se to the national anthem as
Freddie Mercury sashayed
ocross the massive stage
droped in union jack, ermine
unc{J crown.

It was Queen's first date be-
hind the Iron Curtain. Granted,
not the first rock gig in the
beautiful city beside The
Donube, but by far the biggest
with tickets for the vast stadium
(last Western performer Louis
Armstrong in  ‘64) oversub-
scribed by 250,000 and peo-
ple travelfi/ng from as for afield
as Poland.

Negotiations for the concert
began last year when local
promoter laszlo Hegedus of
The Multimedia Organisation
opproached Queen's manager
Jim Beach. After ground-
breoking tours in Central and
South America, Beach had
previously had his eye on ploy-
ing China, but had pulled out
after permission had been

ranted when Wham! pipped
Eim to the post.

Now, though, his and
Queen's — and probably
many others’ — sights are on

the Eastern Bloc. Naturally
music-loving, the people of the
socialist countries are nearer
than ever to having their thirst
for Western pop ossuaged
when the various state record
companies are de-nationalised
as seems likely any day now.
And the definitely-capitalist
promoters are eager to negoti-
ate.

At present, most major
Western releases are available
in Hungary either pressed
under license to Hungaroton
or as imports. At 300 f%rints a
time (less for classicol) they're
not cheap (the average wage
is 5000 or around £75 a
month), but records — classical
jazz, tolk, pop, sell. And the
interesting thing is that unlike
the situotion here — where cul-

ture is often a dirty word —
records sell right across the
board, with young and old
apparently united in their in-
terest. A quick survey of the
audience ?or Queen showed
everyone from teenagers, to
midme-oged intellectuals,
families — the lot.

With tickets selling out in 24
hours and black market prices
rocketing as the big day
approached (it was hord to get
a sensible estimate of prices —
the legitimate volue being
150-240  forints, around
£2.30-£3.60}, Beach was
naturally disoppointed at not
being aﬁle to get another date
at the stadium.

The fact was that at the tail
end of a 28-date tour, he had
little room to manoeuvre and
the stadium had been booked
for a motorcycle rally the day
before for some months. The
important thing is thot Queen
played well, impressed, and
conquered.

But while this was a big state
event atfended by the presi-
dent himself, plus the British
Chargé D'Affaires David Col-
vin, who threw a parly at the
Embassy in the group’s honour
on their first evening in the
country, the authorities did har-
bour worries about the effect
of the music on their people
who undoubtedly suffer curtail-
ment of civil liberties with travel
severely restricted, homosex-
uality iﬁegd and sexism and
racism as prevalent as ony-
where.

As one embassy official
noted, “The Government had
some doubts becouse of the

roup's position as symbols of
reedom. This sort of thing is
the only place kids can let go
here, so the concert has been
ve eagerly awaited in
Budapest. Radicals can go so
far here, but they hove to be
very careful.”

And while Queen ploying
It's A Kind Of Magic would
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hardly be seen as radical at
home, in Budapest, where the
group’s records are stacked
side by side with Herman's
Hermits, Led Zepplin and even
the Sex Pistols’ Never Mind
The Bollocks — though with the

offending word  carefully
obscured — things are diffe-
rent.

There are plans, however,
to get the show to those who
didn't make it to the stadium
and it has been filmed to be
released theatrically round the
Eastern Bloc and possibly even
the West before Christmas.

As with the tour itself (which
used 60 road crew, 15 trucks
and 6,000 square foot car-
peted stage), the logistics of the
film, directed by Jano Zsom-
bolyai and produced by
George Mihaly, are impress-
ive. Mihaly: “This is a great
challenge to us. The organisers
nearly went mad when we
asked for 160 stage passes
though” The team — which
spanned three generations of
the noteworthy Hungarian film
industry, ages ranging from 23
to 71 — used 17 35mm
cameras. As Mihaly notes, if it
hadn’t been a weekend, and
most film makers had not been
using their equipment, some
might well have found their
cameras being “requisitioned”
for the event.

Hot air balloons were to have
joined helicopters in stodium for
aeriol shots, but, in the event,
wind prevented their use. Still,
Beach and Miholy were delight-
ed with both sets of results —
from musicions
grophers.

“We should get a whole new
perspective from the Hungarian
cinema — of which I'm a great
fan — and it should be unusual
too. There wos one team just
filming things like shadows,” says
Beach.

And what he should get is a
well-made cheap film of an ex-

ond photo-

traordinary spectacle which is
likely to step up the opening up
of the East to Western music.

Alongside music, the video in-
dustry, likewise, is also slowly be-
ginning to gather pace. Accord-
ing to Mihaly, the Hungarian
Government is only just starting
to pick up on the cultural import-
ance of video and recently re-
duced the import tax on VHS
recarders. As things now stand,
videos can be made on a shoes-
tring in Hungary. “Promo vids
which are mode here oren't o
the same richness of Western
ones, nor is the market os big, but
there are about 100,000 tape
machines out of a population of
around 10m people,” says
Mihaly.

Diplomats on either side for
once seem to be prepared to let
political differences at least
appear to take o back seat. As
one UK Embassy officiol noted
— and onyone wolking down
the main shopping streets in
Budopest past streams of bus-
kers, more and more record
stores and even the odd splash
of Clash grdfitti cannot fail to
register either — is thot music
and music video are among our
major ombassadorial assets be-
hind the iron Curtain.

Queen are not the first, but it
could be that this group —
whose name adds o delightful
touch of irony to the situotion as
does their previous tours in coun-
tries os far Right as the Bloc is
Left — could be the ones to
signal a green light ahead for
the music industry behind the
Iron Curtain.

@® The Queen Magic Tour ends
this Saturday with @ concert to
120,000 people ot Knebworth
Park. A book of tour photographs
by Denis O'Regan, who travelled
with the group on the eight week
trip, is due to be published by
Pavillion in October. In the some
month Channel Four links up with
independent radio to broadcast
the group's July 12 Wembley date
in the first ever simulcast for the
network. The concert was filmed by
Tyne Tees ond directed by Gavin
Taylor and is scheduled for Oclo-
ber 25 broadcast.

PETER GABRIEL is one of the UK's
consistently inventive and most un-
likely stars. Currently riding the
charts with the Sledgehammer
single, Gabriel has now set up a
company to develop long-form

videos ond plons o ground-
breaking nationwide video tour
nex! year.

“I'm working with a number of
visual artists to produce a series of
20-90minute videos, hoping to ex-

eriment and stretch the medium a

it”, he says. “Video is sfill tied to
advertising and promoting records,
but it could do a great deal more
than that.”

For the video tour Gabriel plans
to use a combination of big-
screens and banks of smaller video
monitors linked via computers
featuring many of the video and
film techniques he is currently
working on. “The possibilities are
enormous, but so are the costs, I'm
currently trying to persuade o mo-
jor video manufacturer to sponsar
the tour as what | want fo do is very
expensive.”

Gabriel's next Virgin single,
Don’t Give Up, highlights the same
approach as Sledgehammer: “In-
steod of finishing the music and
then going ta the video people,
you collaborate with visual artists
from the word go,” soys Gabriel.
“Giving yau the opportunity to
view your music from o different
perspective.”

Unlike the high-pressure, grab-it-
while-yau-can vinyl outpourings of
some of the country’s chart stars,
there’s a refreshing timespan be-
tween Gabriel records which is re-
flected in the quality of his work:

‘You can't

get ideas and
inspiration

from being part
of the rock 'n’

roll machinery’

“The album/taur, album/taur circus
hallaws you out,” he says. “I prefer
to travel and experience things be-
fare trying ta recard anything and
it's travelling through places like
Brozil ond Senegal that develaped
my interest in nan-Western music.”

It was Gabriel's discavery of
South American and African music
which, ollied ta his {then) latent
rhythmic approach and high-tech
persona, helped develop his cur-
rent musical style. One of the by-
products of this cross-cultural
allionce is WOMAD, the Gabriel
inspired onnual music  festival
which successfully brings together
artists and musicions from all over
the globe, forging both musical
ond cultural links between parfici-
pating cauntries.

Despite a well-publicised sha
start, the festival is now in its fift
year and growing all the time. “I'm
only periphally invalved now,”
says Gabriel. “Once | got the thing
moving, there were other people
who could organise it better than |
could, but in the early days having
o face at the front made things
easier.”

Now in his mid-thirties, Gabriel
has alwoys made a point of dis-
tancing himself from the pop cir-
cuit: “You can’t get ideas and in-
spiration from being part of the
rock'n’roll machinery,” he says,
“and although it's very satisfying
when things are successful, I'm now
used to the situation where you are
interesting to people for a month
or so and then allowed to drift
back into obscurity to get on with
things. | enjoy both sides of it and |
think it will probably remain o pot-
tern of my public life.”

CHART WATCHERS moy have
noted Bruce Hornsby & the Range
in both album and single charts in
the US recently, while the same act,
but with a different single, has been
feoturing increasingly on British
radio, including Radio One.

Hornsby o gangly 31 year-old
from Virginia, whistle-stopped into
the UK for media grillings recently
— he admits to a certain influence
from that other rock Bruce, but also
notes as writing influences Robbie
Robertson of The Band, and Bernie
Toupin, with both of whom he has
recently collaborated.

He first nearly emerged several
years ago, when his band of the
time impressed Michael McDonold
— then in the Dacbie Bros — who
mentioned Hornsby's writing to-
lents to Huey Lewis, who wanted to
include a Hornsby song on one of
his early albums.

Hornsby, feeling that he would
get his own recording coniract im-
minently, refused to let Lewis cut
the sang, but of course the pro-
jected fome for Bruce didn't pan
out for several yeors. However,
Lewis remained friendly enough to
produce three of the tracks an
Bruce Hornsby & The Ronge, just
released by RCA, ond which in-
cludes The Way It Is {UK chort) ond
Every Little Kiss (US chort).

Essentially stadium rock, but with
redeeming human qualities, this is o
band which could easily have a lot
of fans very soon.

® WHEN DJs make “discover-
ies”, great things often lie ahead.
Radio One’s Dixie Peoch was so
impressed with UK soul singer
Boudica (below), who's currently
without a deal, that he wrote to
A&R.

“It's uncanny thot out of the blue
hos come an English singer wha's
olready being compared to block
soul singers ﬁke Anito Baker and
rock singer Marilyn Martin.

FOR FIVE consecutive nights the
Tickets All Gold sign was disployed
outside the ICA. Devotees hod
travelled to The Mall from alt over
the cauntry to see the 17 British
indie bands chosen from the NME
C86 compilotion cassette.

In on ideal world Hurrah!, Felt
and the Jasmine Minks would
have been on the tope and re-
ploced Thursday night's dross.
However, there was still much to
enjoy on the other mights.

The Soup Dragons only have
one tune, and that's not even their
own! But this does not stop them
from being immense fun — their
Buzzcocks-style onslought induced
the biggest mass pogo London has
seen in a long while.

The fourth Shop Assistants
single will be on the group'’s fourth
label. They recently signed to the
new Rough Trade offshoat, Blue
Guitar, which is to have Chrysalis
distribution to give it a Go Discs-
style boost into the charts.

With their old friends, The Jesus
and Mary Chain making the Top
20, the Shop Assistants’ own ver-
sion of buzzing Scottish pop should
make similar in-roads.

Tonight they began in an un-
characteristicolly sombre mood,
but by the time they encored with o
cover of Motorhead’s Ace Of
Spades they were grinning from
ear-to-ear — as weﬁ they might!

The Bodines make being a per-
fect poﬁ group look so easy. With
o mauthful of gum, and a heartful
af song, Michael Ryan and his
coharts effartlessly cut through o
set that's as original as they come.
No longer can they be occused of
imitating the heydoys of Zoo and
Posteard. They finished with o high-
speed version of Therese, possi%ly
this year’s finest single.

Close your eyes vhen The Ser-
vants ore on stage ond you could
be ot Max's Kansas City, New York
in 1970, or indeed seven years
later. Their's is a very American
sound. But there ore also some
interesting sources of inspirolion
from closer to hame: one bass-line
is borrowed from the Fieetwood
Mac Grand Prix theme tune, while
the new single bears an uncanny
resemblance to Helter Skelter.

Mighty Mighty come to enter-
tain, belting out their own brand of
beat-driven pop that hos been
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winning them friends bath in the
music press and on night-time
Radic One. Al the tfamiliar
favourites, olong with new gems
like Gemini Smiles and Little Won-
der, succeeded in gaining more
fans ot the ICA and guaranteed
two encores. .

Those grand-daddies of indie
pop, The Pastels, chugged their
way thraugh their back catalogue
that has been released on more
labels than you will find in a crowd
of casuals. Hopefully they will find
a happy home ot Gruss and match
the success of their recent pro-
téges.

The big sound of The Mighty
Lemon Drops concluded pro-
ceedings. Like The Shop Assistants,
the group has signed to Blue
Guitar to gain a springboord on to
Top of the Pops without losing the
type of independent spirit that lay
behind the success of this {CA
event.

AT HER Hammersmith Odeon
date Anita Baker more than
safisfied expectations thot had
climbed fo dizzy heights on the
bock of her recently released, ond
universally accloimed, Rapture
olbum on Elektra.

Slow burner

IT WAS quite on irony: occom-
plished Lotin born man, vocolist
and bondleader Willie €olon has
found a ready audience for his
doncefloor burner Set Fire To Me,
making i his first successful foroy in
English-language recording. But at
a concert where he and the band
played a superbly tight set of the
authentic stuff, the really indige-
nous grooves, the Hammersm
Palais was the emptiest I've ever
seen it.

Colon was reported as being
very miffed about that, ond under-
stondably so if only becouse he
ond his seven-piece ouffit ployed
with an energy thot could hove set
fire to the whale of West London if
only it'd known where to go. The
hit single v/as, as it turned out, one

of Colon's few ventures away from
his other tongue, althaugh he's
been insisting that he prefers to
record in English and that he's only
a third generation Latino.

Set Fire did cause a buzz for
those faithful and fashionable who
turned up, but nowhere near the
voltage generated by some of his
Latin workouts. The great strength
of Colon’s music is that, perhaps
unlike that of artists such as Gilber-
to Gil, you can never guarantee it's
%'oing to stoy in Latin land for more
than o few bars, just when you
think you have the rhythm sussed,
he puts a new lick of paint on it and
suddenly it's jozz. Or easy listening,
or pop: He conjures everyone from
Los Paraguayos to Miomi Sound
Machine with a very singulor style
ond o band that handles every
change without breaking sweat.
They oll look as if they've been
together a long, long fime.

Next time we get a decent sum-
mer, someone bring back Willie
Colon and co, pleose, ond book
‘em for a nice, tosteful outdoor gig.
Long, cool drinks to be provided.

Jailhouse plod

IF ARISTA’S Strangeways are fo
make an impact olongside the likes
of FM, Honeymoon Suite and Siren
newcomers Cutting Crew, they still
hove o lot of work to do. At the

And, with o special design con-
cept, ond long ploying lengths, it
infends to ottack that mid--price
classical market of lorgely new or
fringe classical buyers wha are
prepared tfo invest in populor
works on the conventianal formats,
rother thon compoct disc.

“We believe that the LP still has o
considerable lifespan at the mid-
price level, thaugh we do expect to
sell more cossettes than LPs fo the
ratio of about 55 per cent to 45
per cent,” said Andrew Dolton, De-
cca’s classical marketing manager.

In a sense, the series follows in
the footsteps of Deutsche Grom-
mophon's Galleria releose, both in
the corporate design making each
Ovation cover extremely distinc-
tive, and in o cheap “faster” for the
whole series.

The 25 fitles in the first release
comprise popular works ranging
from Tchaikovsky's Piano Concer-
tos Nos 1 And 2 played by Ashke-
nazy (417 265) and Rodrigo’s
Guitar Concerto coupled with two
other works played by Bonell and
the Montreal Symphony Orchestra

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Music video heads RCA
move into direct sales

FOLLOWING A specially com-
missianed research praject into
videa sales patential, Steve Ber-
nard, MD of RCA/Calumbia Pic-
tures Video {UK) has announced
that the company will be concen-
trating on music product, with a
retail price of £9.99, for the
second half of this year as they
enter the “sell through” ({as
opposed to rental only) market.
Bernard notes: “The findings of
the research, together with the rec-
agnition that far too much new
praduct will be launched this au-
tumn into what is still a very narraw
sales channel, have led us to the
decision that our best course of
action will be to delay the launch
of feature films under our retail

label for the time being”. Instead,
the label hopes to broaden the
consumer appeal of its music pro-
duct by lowering the retail price.
Bernard continues “Our primary
market is, and in the fareseeable
future will remain, the video rental
library and we recognise that
when a dealer buys one of our
feature films, he is making a sub-
stantial investment — we belive it is
imrortont that his outlay is not de-
valued before he has the oppar-
tunity of making a reasonable re-
turn on it. We have never agreed
with policies which mean a sub-
stantial price reduction within the
first year of video release”. Discus-
sions with retailers, particularly
High Street multiples, have led to a

ceiling of £10 retail, irrespective of
quality. Bernard says “At this price,
aur margins {and those of other
major distributors with access to
truly top notch prime product)
would be so slim that it would
make no sense fo re-release recent
product until it has been properly
exploited by rental dealers”.

Thus, the labe! will be offering
20 “key” fitles, including Rock-
‘n‘Soul Live by Hall & Oates, All
Night Long by Lionel Richie, Sweet
Dreams by Eurythmics, plus the
potentially enormous The No. 1
Video Hits by Whitney Houston,
which includes Houstan’s US chart
topping hits Saving All My Love
For You, You Give Good Love, and
The Greatest Love Of All.

Knowing that
Morrissey & Co are admirers of
Derek Jarman’s work (Jarman
made Jubilee and sa forth), the
label approached Jarman with the

Far Badden-Smith being young
ond picking up a Super-8 in prefer-
ence fo a guitar is in 1986 a far
more punk thing ta do.

much cheaper an video than yau
can records, because yau don't
have to carry stock. With recards
yau have ta get 1,000 records
pressed minimum, with videas yau
con just duplicate them as you
need them.

The main camplaint narmally
levelled ot independent video is its
relotively low production values,
but Badden-Smith sees this anly as
o matter of perceptian: “I wauld
ogree with peaple, but ot the same
time | think that's goad. Peaple’s
perception of videa is through TV
which has very high production
values, but we want aur videas to
look and feel the way they do. And
the TV companies énd that very
hard ta understand. They soy a

GORDON MILLS who helped
guide Tom Jones, Engelbert Hum-
perdinck and Gilbert O'Sullivan to
international success died in Los
Angeles lost week aged 51, after a
short illness.

South Wales-born Mills was a
bus conductor before joining The
Viscounts who achieved moderate
chart success. He turned his atten-
tion to songwriting, penning [
Never Get Over You for Johnny
Kidd and The Pirates, and then in
1964 discovered Tommy Scoft
who he moulded into Tom Jones.
Mills co-penned Jones' first number
one hit, It's Not Unusual.

Similarly he helped transform
Gerry Dorsey into Engelbert Hum-

erdinck, and was later responsi-
Ele for launching Gilbert O'Sulli-
van on the road ta success.

Mills, who founded the MAM
empire, had lived in California for
the last 10 years but refurned to
the UK for Tom Jones’ last tour two
years ago.

PPL, that much misunderstood
and maligned protector of
recordec?music copyrights has
acquired a new Chairman, John
Braoks, who hit the front page and
Dooley in consecutive weeks.
More significantly he appears to
have established common graund
in some of the video clip stalemates
with broadcasters.

Finally, Rob Dickins, the new BPI

chairman hos made all the right
pronouncements. His speech ot the
USA New Music Seminar carrectly
lombasted the obsurb distinctians
between independents and
corporations where music mokers
large and small are ill served by
unnecessary categorisafions.
However, his simple plea for unity
on the broadest possible industry
front was the best headline ond
absolutely the right message for
the summer of ‘86.

It is a good moment for rights
owners to acquire a new unity af
purpase. Technalogical
improvement continues to outpace
copyright and other protective
legislation, and the growing quality
ond proliferation of media
opportunity can ensure ropid
saturatian of musical warks before
the public sometimes even have
time to reach for the pennies in
their pocket.

Whilst the main thrust of every
activity must be to create
innovative music backed by skilful
marketing, it becomes increasingly
difficult to adequoately reward
those achievements. The industry
shauld heed and unite behind Rab,
John, Bob and other heads of
associations who give af their time
to ensure a better future for us all.
