The production is quite obscure
though fascinating with all its strings and
acoustic walls. After the debut Crocodiles,
definately their best with great tormented
songs like Nocturnal Me, Ocean Rain and
Killing Moon.

ABOUT THE CHARTS.....
THE EUROPEAN TOP 100 (SINGLES/ALBUMS):
In many European countries one chart is recognised by the
music industry as the " OFFICIAL" hitparade and is therefore
used for the COmpration of the EUROPEAN TOP100. However
there are other countries where various charts are in existence
and often equally important. For these countries we have
compiled a number of these charts into one representing the
sales in that market.
Each chart position for every country then receives. relevant to
that position, an equal points rating which is in turn multiplied
by a factor determined through the latest known sales
percentage of total singles for album) sales which that country
holds in relation to the rest of Europe. There are different
percentages for singles and albums. These figures are kindly
provided on a reguar basis by the industry -organisations such
as IFPI-BPI-Gallup-Deutsche Phonoverband etcA European
Chart -Committee. with experts from a number of these
industry -organisations will overlook the calculation system and
will decide on improvements, changes and updates.
For the EUROPEAN TOP 100 SINGLES 25 charts are used
from 16 countries, for the EUROPEAN TOP 100 ALBUMS 20
charts are used from 15 countries. Since the sales
eercentages.of a few countries are too small to get their hits
into the EUROPEAN TOP 100 (provided these records are not
charted in any other territory), we are also printing a TOP 3 IN
EUROPE list each week.

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NEW MUSIC ON THE MOVE.
For a few years we could read articles in a number of tradepapers from industry leaders complaining
about the lack of New Music and talking about a crisis in pop music. Although it is very hard to define
what is New Music we could say that many refreshing sounds are generated lately, with England
showing the way for innovative pop mainly the synthi pop and the High Energy (High NRG) dance
explosion. A lot of those are breaking via the Club circuit. On the other side of the Atlantic the U.S.A. is
teaching us all to (break)dance again. After the enormous success of Dance Films like Saturday Night
Fever and Grease we had a new film wave with Flashdance, Fame and Footloose and now we will be
flooded by Breakin' and Beat Street. (any nostalgia for Porgy & Bess and West Side Story?)
A good opportunity to talk about the new developments in music will be the fifth annual New Music
Seminar which will be held this year at the New York Hilton August 6, 7, and 8 and again is organised
by Mark Josephson, Joel Webber and Tom Silverman. For the first time this year, the Seminar will be
three days long. Last year no less than 2800 people attended the seminar making it the largest music
meeting in America. Showcases will be maintained, providing a music festival in the evening, as is the
Seminars tradition, featuring the best and most important bands rising internationally. A special
showcase this year will be devoted to leading unsigned bands. Among the additional events will be
focuses on video and the use of microcomputer technology. Eurotipsheet will be one of the attendees
this year and we will have our own stand. If you want more information about the Seminar you can
contact us.

TELLY FLOPS

Mediacontrol, the German company
checking airplay nationwide on records as
requested by companies (and which Top 20
Airplay list we print every week) has made
some interesting statistics on the influence of
16 German TV music programs in the period of
January - March 1984. 61 music titles were
broadcast in total, of which only 8,2 percent
became new entries in the German top 75;
65.6 percent weren't showing at all in the Top
75 after being aired. 11,5 percent of all the
titles were already charted and showed some
movement in the charts after being aired. The
programs with the greatest influence in that
period were the weekly Forme! Eins (Formula
1), 25 titles aired, 4 new entries followed by
Flashlight. 7 titles aired with 2 entries.

CHECKING THE AIRPLAY

Our airplay reports from the various countries
are beeing received with great enthousiasm by
the industry. We are making a number of
improvements so that you will all get an even
better picture of what's happening on
European Radio. First of all we we introduce
the new airplay reports from Media Control
France, a company closely linked to Media
Control Germany. On page 5 you will find their
first contributions and as of next week they will
be on their regular spot starting the
Correspondents France column. Radio in
France is strongly divided between the so-
called Radios Peripheriques or the AM
Stations including the well-known RTL, and
Europe 1. And on the other hand, the FM
Radios, a separate list including the highly
popular NRJ and 95,2 FM.
In Holland, Stichting Top 40 is checking all
airplay on Hilversum 3, the pop channel and
they are also featured on page 5. From next
week on they will be opening the Benelux
Correspondents Corner. Obviously we can
only give the highlights of the airplay reports
from both Media Control and Stichting Top 40,
so if you want complete up-to-date reports
please contact the respective organisations.
Dutch broadcasting foundation NOS is
planning to start as soon as possible a
'European Satellite TV program' consisting of
a regular format of sports, shows, news, light
entertainment and a total of 20 minutes
commercials. Approximately around 1988 the
program should be able to finance itself, until
now the financing of the program is not yet
finalised.

At the same time, Thom EMI, wants to
increase the broadcasting time on the Dutch
cable from the now existing 10 hours to 24
hours a day.
The last few days we have added some new
correspondents to our list of media people
working with Eurotipsheet. We like to welcome
Rainer Cabanis, producer of SWF, Sud West
Funk, in Baden Baden. From the UK the
popular station in the Bedford area, Chiltem
Radio. And from Up North, Kaj Kindvall, dy
producer for Sveriges Riksradio in Norrkoeping
who was added to our media list already last
week. Kaj is replacing Leif Wwatt until July and
was known through his connection with the
Poporama radio show and the Videobeat
program. This week first appearing in the
magazine is Guy de Pre, dj/producer for
Belgium national radio BRT,Brabant. Welcome
also to Jill St. Clair, st(e's producer of the
popular UK TV show PopT,iuiz with a lot of
famous pop stars appearing as guests in the
program. You will find the list of artists on page
14. From Germany comes the TV cable RTL
PLUS existing in it's present form from
January '84. RTL PLUS sends five to seven
hours a day consisting of mainly pop music,
films and news blocks. Their most aired video
clip list can be found in our magazine from now
on every week. Since a few weeks Munich
based cable program KMP Musicbox (no
connections with Sky Channel's Musicbox)
has a regular feature in our magazine.'
In any case music video programs will rise in
importance during the next few months, not in
the least since a great number of National TV
Popshows are going off the air for their
summer break.
We're very glad to welcome our new
correspondent for the Australian scene,
Amanda Pelman. She will have a regular
column in our magazine called "Amanda Down
Under".
