By the time you read this, the
single will be most probably no. 1 inthe UK,
cause shipment figures in the UK are
exploding and further to that, the record jumps
right in the European Airplay chart at no. 23.
With the inclusion of this single, it will not be
too difficult to make a special Christmas
program looking at the other Christmas
records that traditionally are being (re) released
at the moment: artists like Wham!
