Already tipped
by us in 84 and breaking now is Los Lobos
single Don't Wormy Baby, so it was appropriate
to make it our 'sleeper of the week'. Originally
this song was a B-side coupled with Will The
Wolf Survive which actually failed to make big
impact in the UK. So start playing this tune
now... and if you were looking for a way to
introduce the Los Lobos sound to your
audience how about: "this critically acclaimed
Chicano dance band from East L.A. sounds
like the complete history of American Rock &
Roll smothered in Mexican hot sauce!".
Our two records of the week were easily
decided and well earned; Bronski Beat meets
Soft Cell's Marc Almond turned into a high
energy rendition of the Giorgio Moroder disco-

vered sound with a medley of Love To Love
You; I Feel Love and the Johnny Leyton '61 hit
Johnny Remember Me. The other Record Of
The Week spot is for The Eurythmics with
Would I Lie To You on RCA. This full blown
production couples a Kinks' sounding guitar
riff with a driving drum backing (Satisfaction).
In our European Top 100 Glen Frey is the
second Eagle making it big solo, His The Heat
Is On (MCA) moves up strongly to ne 16(48). It
also proves how well the Beverly Hills Cop
soundtrack is doing even though the film is just
exploding on the continent now! Highest new
entries this week include P.C. with One More
Night at 12; Foreigner with That Was
Yesterday at 42 (and well timed for their major
European tour starting later in spring!); and
Agnetha at 59. The Southern part of Europe
takes a long time breaking Welcome To The
Pleasure Dome by Trankie Goes (UK 2;
Germany 11; Holland 20; Belgium 40; Ireland 3).

THRILLING VOCALS
Tears For Fears are establishing themselves as
a major force with their new single Everybody
Wants To Rule The World moving up to 17
(from 28). Right on the heels of their stunning
Shout success this brings their 1p Songs From
The Big Chair in the European Album Top 5.
And while on the subject of Albums, the
enormous success of Capitol's Tina Turner
should not be underestimated! Her Private
Danceralbum is the longest running album in
the European Top 10 presently holding the no
4 position (atter 42 wks). The fp not only
contains 5 hitsingles (Help, Let's Stay
Together, What's Love Got To Do With It,
Private Dancer and Better Be Good To Me)

and a sixth one on its way (Anne Peebles'
Can't Stand The Rain) but has been marketed
very cleverly by the recordlabel over a long
period of time. And with her current incredibly
successful European tour this result will only
be prolongued. Her live performance is
an absolute delight for all media experts, as
many of our correspondents who went to her
gigs reported. She brings down all sold -out
houses not only with her sexy, dynamic
presentation and thrilling vocals, but also with
the help of a very strong band including Jamie
West -Cram (of Fixx fame!) and an emotional
encore with Bryan Adams.

WORKING WEEK WORKS
Referring to one of our earlier Radio Guide's,
cool soulful pop continues to fill the European
airwaves and brings good turnover for the
record dealers; Sade's debut album stays at
no 2 on the European Top 100 Albums, while
Working Week moves up to 34 (from 69) due
to good positions in the UK, Germany and
Holland. And WEA's Matt Bianco maintains its
Top 25 run. The Paul Young album is presently
at 19 but with the new single Everytime You
Go Away spreading all over the Continent we
have no doubt that the album will go much
higher. We are somewhat disappointed about
the slow improvement on The Power Station,
only going up from 55 to 50. Go West enters
expectedly high at 59, proVing again that
Chrysalis always breaks new acts.
