Often these new stations do not have the financial resources and/or the organization to get the super
stars or top jocks. But they can get these through agreements with the big syndicators, which offer
terrific shows and regular specials. You can buy these and still include your local advertising.

WESTWOOD ONE

America's leading syndicator has a lot of new
programs available. In June for all the
deadheads Westwood One presents the only
officially sanctioned music and interview
special honoring those merry pranksters of
Rock n' Roll - The Grateful Dead. Thisis a 2-
hour program featuring the words and music
of the pioneers of the San Francisco sound
{demo available). Also in June they have a 2-
hour speclal spotlighting one of Rock n’ Roll's
most influential and controversial bands: The
Doors. Currently experiencing a tremendous
resurgence in Rock Radio, Jim Morrison and
The Doors are the subjects of this music and
interview special hosted by Capitat Radio’s
Roger Scott of London {demo available).
Coming in July will be the Rolling Stones
special hosted by Roger Daltrey. This is a 6-
hour special with plenty of great Stones music
and interviews from the group {(demo
available).

Springsteen is touring Europe and it
shows! While the UK has Springsteen’s
whole album catalogue charted (7
albums in total), no less than 3 abums are |
re- entering The European Top 100 this
week (River, Run, Darkness)! His current
album holds still at 10 in its 24th week.
One of this weeks delights is the new
Talking Heads album Little Creatures:
Their 7th album makes them the least
predictable band in today's popmusic;
this time the emphasis moves from funky,
African rhythms to poppy and even C&W
material. As David Byrne says: "A bunch
of nice songs”, and that is exactly what it
is. Our favourites are Little Creatures, And
She Was and Stay Up Late.

Scritti Politti are more popular than ever
in Europe. With their latest single The
Word Gir shooting up the European
Airplay charts, their 2nd alboum Cupid &
Psyche '85 comes right in time. Tracks
like Don't Work That Hard and Small Talk

are further proofs of the band'’s unique
style with up-lifting rhythms, Greens
seductive voice and his fascination for the
beauty of the pop single.

Nile Rodgers is probably the most
commercial innovator in the present pop/
dance genre, putting his stamp on
records by Diana Ross, Sister Sledge,
David Bowie, Duran Duran, Madonna and
Mick Jagger to name but a few. B Movie
Matineeis his solo debut for Warner, the
title of which is a salute to Rodgers’
passion for trashy cinema. He is also
responsible for the production of his
favourite "sisters”, Sister Sledge. Again
the toppy snare production, although we
find the end result a bit too comy from
time to time. Together with the Doo-Wop
song Frankie Dancing On The Jagged
Edgeis probably the strongest track on
the album.

Other albums we loved reviewing this
week are Midnight Gil (a very promising
Aussie-band with a lot of militant and
political songs) and the hom man Hugh
Masekela with his danceable Afro-pop.
