Paris - The British commu-
nications group, Pan Euro-
pean Holding Company
(PEHC), is negotiating for
a majority stake in the
French Pacific FM radio
network which has 56 fran-
chised stations in France.

Pacific FM has suffered
financial losses since its

launch in Paris a year ago.
The station's owners, audi-
ovisual group Lili Produc-
tions and France Media
Communications, are keen
to sell.

Although the law allows
EEC companies to own a
majority share in a French
station, the CNCL (Nation-
al Commission For Com-
munications & Freedom)
must also give their stamp
of approval. The CNCL
has imposed certain condi-
tions on the sale: the station
must remain in the French
language and 48% of its
capital should be opened to
French shareholders within

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Enigma Signs With Virgin
London - Virgin Records in the
UK has struck a deal with the
American independent Enigma
to manufacture and distribute all
the company's new product in the
UK and pans of Europe (see Ex-
tra! issue 34).

Enigma discovered many acts
which later signed to major com-
panies: Motley Crue (now Elek-
tra), Berlin (Geffen) and Poison
(Capitol). The first releases on
Enigma/Virgin will be new al-
bums from: Christian heavy me-
tal band Stryper (Jr God We

Trust); trash metal hand Death
Angel (Frolic Through The Park);
Devo's Total Devo (see Previews
on page 13); and New York -based
quartet The Smithereens with
Green Thought's.

Virgin UK will handle all of
Enigma's international exploita-
tion for Europe excluding Scan-
dinavia (Street), Italy (CGDI and
Spain (DRO International). This
means that Enigma's former Eu-
ropean office in Amsterdam, set
up in April 1986 and headed by
General Manager Andre Otto,

will be disbanded. Otto's future
plans are not yet known.

Hein, Chairman Enigma Enter-
tainment Corporation. "We ex
pest a significant increase in

European sales and exposure as
a direct result of our Virgin
affiliation."

Schulze Criticises MPA/STEMRA
Munich - The deal recently

agreed between the UK Music
Publishers' Association (MPA)
and Dutch mechanical copyright
society STEMRA (see Music &
Media issue 24) has been strong-
ly criticised by Erich Schulze,
head of Germany's copyright so-
ciety GEMA.

The agreement provides for
royalty payment to be made in the
country of sale for those sound
carders manufactured outside the
country of sale and sold outside
the country of manufacture.
Schulze refuses to believe that the
deal could he a blueprint for
licensing of mechanical royalties

in the single European market
aimed for 1992.

"It is not a model for the sin-
gle market," he says. "It repre-
sents instead a specifically Brit-
ish formula which will last only
as long m the statutory licence
subsists in the UK." And that li-
cence will be abolished when the
upcoming UK Copyright Bill be-
coes law.

He also rejects claims by
MPA officials that the agreement
will speed up accounting and
payment of commission rates- or,
indeed, that it is a central licens-
ing rather than a central account-
ing system.

London - A group of influential
members of the European adver-
tising industry are to fund a £
400.000 emergency study into the
likely consequences of a draft
Council Of Europe convention on
broadcasting.

The advertisers claim that the
convention would require far-
reaching and highly damaging
structural changes to the pattern
of TV advertising in some territo-
ries, notably the UK.

UK DJs To Be Paid More

In two years time, most radio
stations in the UK will be paying
their star Dis at least £ 30.800 a
year, says Ralph Bernard, Man-
aging Director of GWR, one of
Britain's fastest growing radio
groups.

"There is a better market for
people with talent now than ever
before. Presenters can more or
less dictate their terms, " says
Bernard who is currently looking
through over 800 applications to
replace staff tempted away by big
money offers. A typical salary for
a senior presenter on a medium to

large station is now between
£ 18.000 and £ 25.000 a year.

'Many feel the problem lies
with commercial radio's lack of
training facilities. This will be-
come more serious as the com-
mercial system expands, says
former National Broadcasting
School expert John Russell. Ber-
nard: "What we really need to be
doing is finding more people of
the class of national presenters.
The trouble is they're working in
such a narrow format that it con-
stricts their talents".

Radio Signal Celebrates
Signal Radio in Stoke On Trent is
celebrating its fifth birthday on
September 5 with a week-long
programme of concerts, competi-
tions and live broadcasts.

John Evington, Signal's Se-
nior Programme Executive: "We
are going to have lots of concerts
covering a wide range of music.
These will include a big band

concert, and an open air classical
concert with the English Philhar-
monic Orchestra.

"We will be giving away over
f 1.000 on air during the week in
cash competitions. We will also
be running a series of live pro-
grammes from discos during
September and October."M

Bigger Role For Locals
Local radio and regional televi-
sion are playing an increasing
role in people's lives. A report on
British lifestyle just published by
the Mintel organisation says that
people are also more interested in
regional issues as a result of the
growth of local broadcasting,
says the study.

Evidence from European

sources suggests that the trend is
not confined to the UK. Italian
television has recently reduced as
amount of bought -in music pro-
gramming from the US and else-
where. At the same time, some
record companies have been
reporting a significant growth in
the demand for domestic product,
especially in Germany.

DSB Gets Double Boost
Direct satellite broadcasting
(DSB) has received two pieces of
good news. A group composed of
multinational Philips, Plessey
and VLSI of Norway has an-
nounced that it has successfully
tested a decoding device for satel-
lite transmissions in the D -MAC
code proposed by British Satellite
Broadcasting (BSB).

Meanwhile hi -fl group Alba

has taken over Satellite Technolo-
gy Systems. STS has already
started production work on a PAL
receiving dish, which it is hoped
will now provide a competitor for
Amstrad. Alan Sugar of Amstrad
has promised his will sell for only
£ 199 and be ready in time for the
start of Rupert Murdoch's four -
channel Sky Television.

Positive Cable News
Up to 2.5 million more house-
holds in the UK may be able to
receive cable television within a
couple of years. At present, the
UK Cable Authority is process-
ing applications for seven new ca-
ble areas: Birmingham; North
Thames; South Thames; North-
west London; Avon; Thames Val-
ley and Greater London East.

Of these, Birmingham is the
biggest, with 460.000 potential
households. But the Cable Aut-
hority also expects to announce
soon a franchise for Greater
Glasgow, which will have a ca-
pacity of 600.000 households.

The increasingly positive
prospect for UK cable is also
good news for pan-Eur pea
channels such as MTV, Sky and
Super. These should increase
their UK penetration significant-
ly if Britons now begin to take to
cable. The prospects for more

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MEDIA Do DJs Need Training?

Hotline this week links a
radio station from

Switzerland and Holland
which, for political
reasons, were both

launched in Italy. The
Swiss private, Radio 24,
moved to Zurich three

years ago when the
country allowed

commercial broadcasting.
Holland's Radio 10, the
first commercial cable

station in the Dutch
language, also transmits

in Italy as a foreign
broadcasting company

to comply with the
Dutch media laws.

Support from Radio

Is the training of OH a neces-
sity or is being a presenter a

natural ability for some people?

Soer: It's definitely a necessity.
Because Ms have to be trained
first of all to keep their mouths
shut - and then we have to con-
vince them that if they just stick
to saying what song has been
played, it does not mean they are
bad Ms. You also have to tell
them that they don't have to be
funny to be on the an

The main thing then is to per-
suade them to talk less?

Soer: Yes. I often think there has
to be something wrong with your
ego if you want to be a DJ!

Dalton: If you don't have to be
funny on the air what do you have
tube?
Soar: You have to be a nice perso-
nality to listen to. The listeners
must Sow that them is some sort
of friend behind the voice. You
have to have a warm feeling in
your voice, a warm way of
presenting.

And how do you teach them that?

Soer: Firstly, them has to be a
certain amount of natural ap-

titude - you can't teach a dog
to bee DJ.
Dalton: I agree, there must be a
degree of natural talent. When I
train DTs, the first thing I do is
point out that the mike is the

moderator's friend.

Soer: Yes, voice and personality
am the key factors.

Should the DJs be moulded to a
certain type - a Radio 10 or Ra-
dio 24 type?

Seer: No, we don't want perso-
nality shows as such. DJs are of
course allowed to reveal their
personalities, but not too much.
Dalton: Our Die are trained to a
certain extent, but they basically
get on-the-job experience at Ra-
dio 24. The problem in Switzer-
land is that moderating is a totally
new profession, so they have to
receive some guidelines. It is im-
portant that the DJs leam to act as
if they've been invited into the
home of each listener. A smile
will eventually come across aver
the air.
Soer: Absolutely. Them is of
course a big difference between
Switzerland and Holland. We
have had pop radio since 1965, so
it's not a new profession in Hol-

y Inglis

land. Therefore, 0 lot of the new
DJs have an example to follow -
and that is one of the first things
we try to get out of their heads.
They must be themselves.

Moving on to playlists - how are
these compiled at your stations?

Dalton: I get together with the
Music' Director on Monday
mornings and we go through
ideas and selections which are
then put to a general meeting in
the afternoon - all the DJs are
present at that.

How much leeway do DJs have?

Dalton: We have 40 titles in the
playlist, and I suppose that the
moderators have a say amounting

to 30%.
Soer: At Radio 10 we work a little
differently. If a DJ badly wants a
record on the playlist, the Pro-
gramme Director, Ferry Maat,
and I make the ultimate decision.
It's not as democratic as some sta-
tions, though we do listen to the
opinions of the Ms.

So how many tracks can a DJ
choose in a given hour?

Dalton: We play three playlist ti-
tles each hour, as well as one
from the hit parade (based on
listeners' preferences, sales and
dance floor popularity). The rest
can be taken from oldies or what
we call instant oldies - records
which are less than five years old.
Soer: We play five playlist re-
cords per hour and of course
some of the Ms' own preferences
are in that playlist. Apart from
that, oldies and two free choices -
one an LP/CD track and some-
thing entirely of the Dl's choice.

How important are the trade
papers and the charts for your
programming?

Dalton: Very important. Espe-
cially the US and European
charts.

Why is the US chart of more use
to you than, say, the UK one?

Dalton: It's very simple. The US
releases coincide mom with the
records released in Switzerland.
And the UK charts am so full
of 'fad' records on small indie
labels that are simply not availa-
ble here. It's unfortunate, but that
is how it is.
Soer: It's different with us. Of
course trade papers mportant
in that you can seewhat sells
where, but that doesn't help you
with how it sounds. So toy ears
are the most valuable things I
have: I listen to records. It's not
important for me to see if a record
is selling well in Spain, for exam-
ple. If I see something on the list
I try to get a copy so that I can de-
cide for myself if it sounds good.
The decision is not based on
whether the record is in a particu-
lar chart.
Dalton: But don't you find that at
times of heavy releases, such as
now when them is so much pro-
duct around, that it is impossible
to listen to every single record?
That is when trade papers,
previews, and playlists from
other stations serve as invaluable
guidelines.
Saes: These things am useful in
that they shorten the time that you
need to listen to an album, for ex-
ample. But on the other hand, the
single release is not always the
best track on the album.

Do you impart a lot of product?

Dalton: Nothing! We are so well
served by the Swiss record indus-
try that we don't need to.
Soer: We use a lot of import
record stores here in Amsterdam
to supply us with British and
American - and sometimes
Japanese and French - product
