Reminiscence :

HOW | MET
REINHARDT
By

Stephan Grappelly

Mm pmlg Are under the

impreasion that 1 was
brought together with Dijango
Relnhardt only in 1834, when the
first recordings of the Quintatte
du Hot Club de France weare
made. But our first meeting
actually took place three years
eariier, at the Croix du Sud, in
Montparnasse, where I AR
spending the evening with my
friend André Ekyan.

I was at once attracted by the
perponality of A man whose atti-
tude I can only describe as in-
tellectually " high.* I learmed
that his name was Django
Reinhardt, and that he was &
gipsy, In fact, the King of the
Gipsies—not by virtue of “ royval
blood,” but because of his won-
derful intelligence.

It was not until a week later
that I heard him play on a piece
of wood he called a guitar. Like
ail] groat artists, Djoango showed
no concern about his inferior
instrument, but poured his heart
inte the most enthralling im-
provisations—musale which no
one else could have produced.
Everything that Dijango played
was improvised; he couldn't read
music, and had no interest In
learning. " A scale? What ia a
scale” ™ he used to aak All his
practice he got in actual playing.

But in spite of his great love
of music, Django has many other
accomplishments, not least of
which is his prowess Bs a
billiards player! And now he
has taken to painting, and only
recently an exhibitlon of his
work—almost surrealist in style
—wias held at the Boeuf sur le
Toit, in Parls.

It is strange to reflect that
when the Quintette first made jta
appearance, It was far ahead of
its time. That {t was even
posasible for such a combination
to make & success in France at
that time was due, not only to
the enthusiasm of the Hot Club
organisers, but to the great work
which Hugues Panassié had
done in educating the public to
accept jarz. Panassié was our
firsat and fAnest champion.

All of us who to-day find audi-
encea for our kind of music
whether in France or the warld
over—owe a tremendous debt to
Panassié’'s ploneer work of
twenty years ago, when jarzrz In
Paris was a " forbldden fruit™
and mere handfuls of enthu-
siasts held seasions in cellars
like clandestine meetings!

CRUMBLING
BARRIERS
IN MUSIC

URING the 18th century such
composers as Haydn and
Mozart thought nothing of writ-
ing a few dance tunes in between
thelr composition of symphonies,
concertos, quartets, and the like,
but In the following century the
writing of “ serious™ and
“ popular” music gradually be-
came the cccupation of two very
different types of musician. By
the turm of the present century
these two fields were as the poles
apart, the one being as a rule
consciously abstruse (or un-
popular), while the other equally

consciously catered for public
taste. To-day there is evidence
that the gap ia happily
DAITOWINE.

This doesn't mean that

“serlous " composers are return-
ing to dance music as an occcupa-
tion, but rather that * popular ™
composers, who in the past have
lagged far behind, are attempt-
ing to catch up by learning all
that they can from the concert
hall. Nol so many years ago a
dance band arranger who had no
knowledge of any other form of
music was considered not only
adequate, but even preferable to
one accomplished in the study
of * serious™ music.

To-day, the arranger who Is
not well grounded in the classics
cannot hope to attain front rank
in * popular* music Holly-
wood's writers of Alm music
have been quick to take advant-
age of the picturesque effects of
Sibelius and Debussy: indeed, it
fs in Aillm music that composers
of the two fields meet most often
on common ground, for in Eng-
lish studios it has become the
custom to employ composers

already well-known in the con-
cert hall—Vaughan Willlams,
William Walton, Auric and

Bernard Stevens, are Just & few
names that come to mind.

In the past few vears a new
_typu of orchestra has aprung
into being, one which attempts
o please both * serious™ and
" popular " music-lovers, the so-
called concert or augmented
dance orchestra, which generally
consists of a full dance band
plus such instruments as flute,
oboe, cor anglais, bass clarinet
tympani. harp, and a fairly large
string section. Outstanding in
this field are Boyd Rasburn's
Orchestra in America, and in
England the Skyrockets Concert
Orchestra.

This new kind of “light"
music—in which it is by no
means difficult to recognise the
various influences of Stravinaky,
Bloch, Debussy, Milhaud, Ravel,
Ihert and many others—
naturally calls for a high stan-
dard of arrangement and good
critical taste, & quality too often
iacking in the perpetrators of
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Folklore :

“ UNCLE REMUS”

J‘DEI.. CHANDLER HARRIS

published his first volume of
“Uncle Remus ™ tales In 1880
Before that time popular novels
of the “Uncle Tom's Cabin"
type, and the songs of Stephen
Colins Foster, had
false impression of Negro
charseter. " TTnela Tom's Cabin ™
was pure propaganda, having no
connection with the Negro's
authentic outicok, while ita chiefl
characteras apoke a low evan-
gellcal English not in the least
representative of any Negro
dialect. Stephen Foster's contact
with Negroes was Insignificant,
and his knowledge of Negro life

was derived mainly from the
travelllng minatrel show. His
songs, besides are extremely

sentimental, a quality seldom to
be found in characteristic Negro
folk-song.

In contrast to the * Unéle
Toms "™ and “Uncle Neda™ of
the popular writers, the books of
Joel Chandler Harris have his-
torical and ethnological wvalue.
As a boy he worked side by mide
with Negroes on the Georgia
plantations, and there WS
scarcely a Negro myth. legend,
custom or peculiarity he did not
know. His writings, therefore,
form an suthoritative founds-
tion for the scientific study of
Negro folklore.

His firat volume of stories, as
told by Uncle Remus, contained
thirty-four plantation folk tales,
nine Negro songs, and twenty-
one sayings and proverba
Remus is interesting, not merely
for himself, but because of the
folk tales he has to tell. Their
chief flgures are animals em-
powered with human charascter-
iatica, like Bror Wolf. Brer
Habbit and Brer Fox, and the
dialeet in which they are told is
authentic and so mccurately re-
produced as to be worthy of
study in itself.

After the publication of his
first volume Harris was sur-
prised to receive correspondence
from many parta of the world
alleging that the origins of his
Uncle Remus stories were to be
found among the Indians of
North and South America, in
Africa, in the native literature of
India and Siam, and even in the
“ birth " stories of the Buddhea.
Modern evidence, however, is
strongly in favour of the folk
tales having an African origin

Harris' purpose in the Ugcle
Remus books was to preserve b

Negro folk legends in thi

original dialect as he himse:,
heard them in his natiy

Georgin. He portrayves Hemus &
an old Negro, once a slave, but
now & freed and trusted family
servant, who entertains his em-

pPloyer's young son with the folk
tales of his people. Before the
Civil War an Uncle Remus was
to be found on mearly every
plantation, but to-day he lingers
only in a few remote villages of
the Deep South, and is fast b
coming extinct.

History of Jazz ""—both of whiir:h
evidence painstaking historical

and sociclogical research-—pro-
vide, in their own ways, the
background to the Charter,

which might well be described
as jazz music's “ fighting plat-
form."

Another feature, too often
neglected, is the number of
articles which give serious con-
sideration to the contention that
juzz is, in fact, the music of our
epoch, and set out to demon-
strate the link-up between it and
other characteristic expressions
and art forms of our times.
Worthy of sapecial mention in
this regard are " Jazer and
Surrealism,” by Robert Goffin;
“ Jazz and the Dance,” by Albert
Bettonville (with some very in-
teresting iNustrations from
“ Monde Illustré"”—1869); and
" Jazz To-day,"” by André Hodeir.

Comparisons inevitably pre-
sent themselves, and if they seem
odious it is not through any
spirit of spitefulness that they're
made. It is, rather, because
“"Jazz 47" creates the oppor-
tunity of saying a few things
{within the family ecirele, so to
speak), that are necessary to be
said if jazz as distinet from the
noisy offspring of the commer-
cial barons—is not merely to
protest that it's being maligned
and misrepresented, but is to
make its real nature wunequi-
vocally clear and establish its
claims beyond doubt and beyond
slander.

In that direction, " Jazz 47" is
an advance upon publications

like " Jazzways" or * Esquire's
ngz Book,” an advance by
virtue of the fact that it

When so many worthy master-
pleces of real historieal walue
remain to be issued it ls unfor-
tunate that Parlophone should
have seen fit to honour their
obligation to the minority with
this particular example of 1837
Dixieland. Pecora himself, it is
true, produces a couple of
healthy slides in the first chorus
of “ Magnolia Blues," which at
least give a salting of the New
Orleans flavour. But Shorty
Cherock's sickly trumpet makes
a poor lead for group Improvisa-
tion, and in the last chorus his
phrasing is alarmingly reml-
niscent of Dave Hlein, of Ted
Lewils notoriety. Stan Wrights-
man takes the penultimate
chorusa in conventional barrel-
house style—a satyle which can
only be effectlve in the hands of
a planist of brutal power.
Wrightaman, unhappily, would
seem to be a very modest little
musician, who certainly wasn't
emboldened on this occasion by
a weak and wunsteady rhythm

sectlon.

It isn't merely a question of
Cheroclk's playing recalling Dave
Klein in “I Never EKnew."
His work in the frst chorus
alone entitles him to meet the
older musiclan squarely, on
equal terms—in a field of ripe
corn! Meyer Welnberg falters
three times {n an ansmic clari-
net chorus; Pecora only once in
his jerky muted trombomne solo.
