MESSY MYA

The track opens with the voice
of comedian and YouTube star
Messy Mya (real name Anthony
Barre), who asks, “What happened
after New Orleans?”. Mya was
shot and killed in the city in 2010
and his murderer has not been
brought to justice.

HURRICANE KATRINA

Filmed entirely in New
Orleans, the Formation video
is bookended with footage of
Beyoncé sitting atop a sinking New
Orleans Police Department patrol
car. The US government and
authorities were widely criticised
for not doing enough to help
African-American victims of
Hurricane Katrina, which
devastated and flooded the
poorest areas of the city in 2005.

Beyoncé’s single ‘Formation’ - released
by surprise last weekend - is a stunning

celebration of black cultural identity and
an anthem for the Black Lives Matter
movement. Here are the key points

BLUE IVY

Beyoncé and
Jay-Z’s four-year-
old daughter isn’t
just there to look
cute.

OCT 30, 2013

After six dates, Kanye’s ‘Yeezus’
tour — which includes a 50-foot
mountain-turned-volcano, ‘snow’
flurries, troupes of masked dancers
and a ‘white Jesus’ —is postponed
after a truck carrying its 60-foot
LED screen and custom-made
video truss crashes. A statement

says, “Kanye West will not
compromise on bringing the show,
as it was originally envisioned and
designed, to his fans.” The tour
later resumes in mid-November.

NOV 24, 2013

Kanye reveals that he’s already
started work on his seventh
album, hoping to put it out before
summer 2014 — a deadline that

will eventually be pushed back

by more than 18 months. In that
time Evian Christ, Malik Yusef,
Travis Scott and P Diddy will claim
involvement in its production.

DEC 4, 2013

At Miami’s Art Basel fair, Kanye
discusses taking part in national

Kanye reveals that his priorities
are constantly shifting between his
family, his fashion line with Adidas
and his music. Discussing the new
album with GQ, he says, “l was
thinking it could somehow come
out in June, like ‘Yeezus’, and just
kill it for the summer. But then I'm
like, | have to work on Adidas and
be with my child.”

DEC 31, 2014

‘Only One’, Kanye’s collaboration
with Paul McCartney, is released

—amessage to North West from
the perspective of Kanye’s late
mother Donda. It's Kanye’s first
new song in 18 months.

JAN 24, 2015

‘FourFiveSeconds’, a guitar-led
collaboration with Paul McCartney
and Rihanna, is released as a
single. Kanye announces he is
executive-producing Rihanna’s
eighth album, which he says
‘FourFiveSeconds’ will feature

on. A week before the release of
Rihanna’s album ‘Anti’ on January
28 2016, she tells a fan this is no
longer the case, saying, “We're
both working on our own projects
right now!”

including Stormzy, Skepta and
Novelist. Writing for NME, Wiley
praises his patronage: “Kanye
came in and helped my scene
make it.” The following week, while
he’s in London, rumours circulate
that Kanye has spent studio time
with “King of Grime” Skepta, who
he referred to by name during his
BRITs performance.

MARCH 15, 2015

Kendrick Lamar’s third studio album
‘To Pimp A Butterfly’ is released

— an inventive examination of race
and class in America. The next
day Kanye tweets, “KENDRICK

IS AN INSPIRATION. THANK
YOU FOR THE VIBRATIONS AND
THE SPIRIT. YOUR MEANING,
MESSAGE AND EXECUTION ARE
GIFTS TO THE WORLD.” Some
interpret this tweet as a sign that
Kanye is rethinking the release
date of ‘So Help Me God'.

APRIL 25, 2015

Caitlyn Jenner, who was married to
Kim Kardashian’s mother Kris from
1991 to 2015, comes out publicly
as transgender. She reveals how
instrumental Kanye was in helping
her stepdaughter Kim accept

the transition. Kanye later calls

the event “one of the strongest
things that have happened in our
existence as human beings”.

MAY 3, 2015

Kanye alters the title of his seventh
album to ‘SWISH". “I might change
it again,” he tweets, “but that’s the
name now”. Almost eight months
later, he renames it ‘Waves’ a
fortnight before its official release
— but when wife Kim conducts a
Twitter poll in February 2016 about
the potential aloum names, first
title ‘So Help Me God’ comes out
on top, with 46 per cent

Hillary
Clinton later says she wouldn’t rule
out his being her Vice President.

DEC 13, 2015

Just over a week after the birth of

I’m finishing my album and my next
collection.” Two months later he’ll
debut the album, still known as
‘SWISH’, at the launch of his new
fashion collection, Yeezy Season 3.

JAN 8, 2016

Kim Kardashian announces the
return of Kanye’s weekly music
giveaway G.0.0.D. Fridays. Only
two tracks are released this way:
‘Real Friends’, on January 8, and
‘No More Parties In LA’ on January
18. The latter is delayed because
Kanye has to attend a fitting for
his fashion line in Italy, Kim says
in a series of tweets: “He flew
[producer] Noah [Goldstein] out
with him so he could finish “No
More Parties In La” & wrote 90
bars on the plane there!!!”

JAN 25, 2016

Kanye reveals the tracklisting for
‘SWISH’, and a day later changes
the title to ‘Waves’. He tweets, “So
happy to be finished with the best
album of all time. This is not album
of the year. This is album of the life.”
Rapper Wiz Khalifa accuses Kanye
of nabbing Max B’s signature term
‘wavy’. Kanye then hits out at Wiz
and his ex Amber Rose, mother

of Wiz’s son. Rose responds with
allegations about Kanye’s sexual
preferences, using the hashtag
#FingersinTheBootyAssBitch;
Kanye denies it. A few days

later, Kim and Amber Rose

post a shared selfie. Kanye says
he’s made up with Wiz, tweeting
“Great convo. All positive”.

FEB 2, 2016

Kanye tweets to mitigate his “album
of the life” claim, acknowledging the
giants whose shoulders he stands
on. “Out of respect for Q-Tip, Puff,
Hov, Lauren, Pharcyde, Mary,
Stevie, Michael, Hendrix, James,
Pete Rock, Pac, Marvin,” he writes,
“this new album is ONE of the
greatest albums not the greatest
just one of... So many musicians
touch my life and made me who

I am. | want to make something
great to honor my idols.”

FEB 4, 2016

Enthusing about his new album,
Kanye writes on Twitter, “It was
always a dream to have a listening
party at Madison Square Garden.

On February 11th these
dreams come true.” Three days
later, on February 7, he changes
his mind about the record’s name
again, tweeting, “There may be a
new secret album title.” The next
day he tweets a clue - ‘T.L.O.P.

FEB 11, 2016

Kanye’s seventh album is debuted
at the Yeezy Season 3 launch

with Adidas. But this is after NME
goes to press and if there’s one
thing we know about Kanye, it’s
that he’s unpredictable. He could
have decided to scrap the whole
project. He could have snatched
thunder back from Beyoncé by
putting it out a day early.

LENTY OF RECORDS
have captured the
indie spirit of New York
City, from the Lower
East Side squalor of
\ ‘The Velvet Underground’ to the
Upper West Side prep of ‘Vampire
\ Weekend’. ‘Pool’, the second album
from Porches (AKA Aaron Maine),
continues the lineage, capturing
the glow of the Big Apple at night.
Maine already lived in NYC
when he released his debut ‘Slow
Dance In The Cosmos’ in 2013, a
mix of wailing lo-fi guitars and
shimmering synths. The latter
take the lead on ‘Pool’, helping
to steer Maine to “make
something that reflected my
experience [of the city]”.

After ‘Slow Dance...” was
released, Maine began listening to
house and electronic music with a
keener ear, and it was the ethos
behind those genres that really
struck him. “I was reading about
[house’s] origins of bringing people
together and the idea of gathering
to dance. | thought it was such a
crazy, beautiful mission statement.”

With influences like Frankie
Knuckles and Arthur Russell,
‘Pool’ is a crisp, minimal but
dancefloor-worthy record. Mostly
recorded in Maine’s home, it’s his
first proper attempt at production
and marks something of a learning
curve for an inquisitive and
adventurous artist.

His creative restlessness
doesn’t stop with his own music,
though. In the future he’s keen
to produce for other people, as
well as get involved with some
collaborations. Earlier this year,
Maine posted a video clip to his
Facebook page, which featured
noted NYC man about town and
